American fishing supplies (90 ton:) for the
special purpose of assizting the American fish-
iog fleet off these iclands. The cargo coneisted
of salt, barrels, provisions and stores generally,
She entered at the customs and declared that
the above were imported epecially for that
purpose from Gilcucester, Mass. Collector
Painehand allowed him to make his report
accordingly, but refused him the privilege of
unshipping part of his cargo within the fishing
limits outside of the Magdalen Islands, a8 be-
ing contrary to the treaty. There beirg no
American fishing vessels in the port or bay, or
in eight, he left the bay just as the Dominjon
steamer La Canadienne bore in sight of Pleas-
ant Bay, On leaving the custem house the
captain said that he iotendcd to search for
certain American fishing vessels to assist them
with supplies. He left at oncs, seemingly dis-
appointed in not meeting any of the vessels

Loxpon, Aug, .24,—A ‘Bucharest despatch
says that the Bulgarian authorities have for-
bidden the Bulgarians to cross the Danuba
into Roumania, There are rumors that s
military movement is impending at Widdin
sud elsewhere in favor of Prince Alexander,
alzo that Stambuloff, President of the Bal-
garian Chamber, heads the Eotuthg party
axd is organizing a meeting in favor of Alex.
ander, Advices from Widdin say that the
army is dissatisfied with the present state of
affairs, and that the lower classesare still ignor-
aot of what has happened. The Bulgarian
government has established a blockade on the
Servian frontier,

Autbeutic despatches from Sofia show that
the deposition of Prince Alexander of Bulgaria
was accomplished during the night, Accord-
ing to these advices one thoroughly Raseian-
izsd regiment of cavalry was detained in the
city after night fall when the other troops had
retired to their barracks, This fegiment, per.
fectly under control of the revolutionists, sur-
rounded the palaee, about two hours past
midoight. Prince Alexander was in bed and
the ‘palace was closed. The revolationary
leaders, with the assistance of the roldiers,
fo:ced their way into the building,
went to the prince’s ante chamber and
had him aroused. They bluntly made
kaown to him the purpose of their
intrusion. He was stunned,having been taken
eompletely unawares, When he recovered his
self-control and realized the utter helplessmess
of his situation, he bitterly freproached his
captors for their treachery, What followed is
still rather obscure. The revolutionists de.
clare that Alexander signed a formel abdica.
tion of the throme; others, however, assert he
firmly declined to sign an abdication, and that
in conscquence of his refusal, he was made
a prisoner and confined in a remote prison,
being told he would be kept there until he
complisd with the demands of tke revoltition.
ists, It is eaid that the Prince was removed
from Sofia under a strong cavalr. escort, long
before daybreak. The people did not become
acquainted with even the fact of the coup
d’etat urtil several hours after the Prince had
been removed from the palace,

Telegrams from Widdin say that advices re-
ceived from Bulgaria state that there is much
discontent among the Bulgarian troops over the
change in government and that a large portion
of® the troops are disposed to restore Prince
Alexander,

LoxDoN., Aug, 24 —The TForeign cffice is
witheut official advices from Bulgaria, Ques-
tions in parliament regarding Alexander will,
therefore, be postponed, pending the receipt of
authoritative information,

BUCHAREST, Aug. 24.—Prince Alexander
embazked on his yacht at Rahova on Sunday,
and proceeded to Guirgevs; thence he will
come fo this place.:

Zankoff, three of its members, were arrested
and thrown into prison and the old ministry re-
instated. The deception practised mpon them
by circulation of a report that Prince Alexan-
der voluntarily abdicated has exasperated

REN1, Aug. 26.—The Czar has ordered
Prince Alexander to be forwarded to Kisseneff
if he refuses to accept his abdication as an ac-
complished fact. The towns of Bulgaria are
decked with flags,and there is general rejoicing
at the overthrow of the rebels,

Sor1a, Aug, 26,—A single regiment of troops,
with the assistance of & number of military
cadets, accomplished the work of deposing
Prince Alexsnder, Before proceeding against
the Prince the revolutionists arrested the com.-
mander of Prince Alexander’s regiment, which
wae at Slivenitzaa, The provisional governmert
seeing that the populace were violently loyal
to the deposed prince, resigned cffice and
liberated the commander, who af once
brought his regiment from Slivenitzss and dis-
armed the regiment which had aseisted in
deporing the prince., After this the command-
er placed under arrest the political leaders who
have managed the coup d'etai, The powers
bave recognized the government formed by
M. Karaveleff, with him as premier, Storloff
as foreign minister, Panoff as minicter of war,
and Gueshcff a8 minister of finance, The pro-
visional government has assured the Porte that
the movement in favor of Prince Alexander is
not inimical to Turkey, and has asked the
Porte to reopen the raiilway between Constan-
tinople and Philippopolis,

LonDoN, Aug. 26.—The British foreign office
has been informed that Prince Alexander is
both safe and free and that he is on his way to
bis home in Darmstadt., Despatches state that
fter being conveyed out of Bulgaria, the
priccs wasset free at Reni, It is believed here
that when the prince hears of the counter revo-
lution in hisfavor he will return at once to
Sofia, His presence there it is believed will
quell all  disturbance and brinog peace to the
couatry.

- PrsTH, Aug, 26.- It is positively stated that
Prince Alexander, on learning of the result of
the loyalist movement, resolved to returm to
Buliaria. He is expected to arrive tomorrow
at Rustchuk, whence the army will conduct
him in triumph to Sofia.

BucHAREST, Aug., 29,—Prince Alexander
arrived here with his brothe:s, Francis and
Louir, this morning.

RusTcHUCK, Aug. 29,—Prince Alexander
was received today by M. Stambuloff, who
restored to him the reins of power, A large
concourse of peeple were present.

The Subway Borings.

CAPE TRAVERSE NOTES,

The subway survey has been altracting a
good many visitors to the Lansdowns hotel at
Caps Traverse. Mr, Strang and his good wife
are unspairing in their attentions to their
guaets, The public is just beginning to find out
this summer retreat. There is plenty of boat-
ing, bathing and fishing. During the past fow
days there hsas been stopping here a long,

Yankee-looking individusl who went out mack-
erel fishing one day, and by the way got a good
ducking. Some of the knowing ones were go-
ing to have him up before *“Uacle Iszaac” for
fishing within the three-miles limit, When
duly potified of this, it turned out that he was
a life insurance agent trom Se:firth, Ontario,

The survey is proceeding slowly but I think
surely under the very energe tic superintendence
of Messrs. Jonah and Sargent, civil engineers
of the I. C. R. staff, The weather the past few
days has been very favorable and
they have taken fall advantage of it
from the very early morning until
very late in the evening. Just now, and for
some days past, they have been boring into the
bottom. They take two boats of about 20 feet
keel, and spring them to a ‘“‘bridle,” as the
sailors call it, which translated freely, means
anchored fore and aft. The boats are then
brought within about two feet of each other
when a platform ot three-inch deal is placed
across them from ‘‘gunwale to ganwale,” sup-
ported by deal on the edge. On this platform
the men stand, and bore as with an ordinary
augur. Those used here are 1} and 8 inch re.
spectively,and are joined together like gus pipe
to the required depth,

The firat borivg was made one-quartsr of s
mile from the end of the pier to the depth of
20 feet, which is the required depth for test.
ing, being more than sufficient to cover the
proposed subway, The result of this thowed
six feet of sand and mud, six feet of hard sand
and eight feet of vex fine brick clay. On
