BOSTON, Sept. 13.—The annual 
faire, the leading events of the year 
in most New England agricultural 
communities, axe now In progress, 
Boston is also having a fair, but this 
one Is on the atagp at the Park thea­
tre, where Nell Burgess has revived 
his old-time play, The Country Fair.

The dry weather which has prevail­
ed for weeks continues, and has 
caused heavy damage in the country 
districts. Yesterday, during a terrific 
gale, It seemed as If nearly all sections' 
of eastern Massachusetts were aflame. 
Great fires were burning in the woods 
on all sides, and during the day » 
large number of cottages within the 
fire belt were swept out of existence. 
The woqds are as dry as tinder, and a 
fire once started gains rapid headway, 
in spite of all efforts to subdue It: 
Last night the skies were brightly il­
luminated by the flames In Norfolk 
and Plymouth counties, where thirty 
square miles were burned over.

A bill in equity, asking for the ap­
pointment of a receiver for the Cor­
coran, Hill & Oldham Mining Com­
pany, of this city, has been filed, and 
Judge Knowlton of the supreme court 
has ordered that a notice ipsué to the 
defendants, returnable Sept 18th.

It 
also alleges negligence on the part of 
the board of directors, and that Nelly, 
French and Poole, by misrepresenta­
tion, have made fraudulent secret pro­
fits, which were converted to their 
own use, and thus defrauded the com­
pany and its stockholders of its capi­
tal stock and profits, to wit, 499,900 
shares of the authorized Stock of the
