“MURDER”---THE'

John Mangan's Neck was Broken in Election Day Fight
~He Died Saturday~—Peter Devina of Dipper
Harbor, Aested. Yosterday—
Gharged With Murder.

John Mangan, a fisherman at Chance

Harbor,’ dled- at Musquash Baturday
night as a result of injuries received
in a fight in that place on municipal
election day. The direct cause of his
death was & broken neck.
- ‘Last evening Chief of Police Clark
and Detective Killen arrested at Dip-
per Harbor Peter Devine, of that place,
who was mixed up in the fight during
which Mangan was fatally hurt and
who now lies in the ‘cells of the central
police ‘station charged with murder.

The fight which resulted in Mangan’s
death occurred in the village of Mus-
quash fast Tuesday, the day of the
municipal elections. Both the dead
man and his slayer are well kriown in
that part of the country and both have
many friends whose versions of the af-
fair differ greatly.

THE S8TORY OF THE F‘IGHT

The truth, as nearly as it ﬁm]d be
ascertained yesterday, s that Man-
gan, who lives at Chance Harboar seven
miles  below Musquash, and Peter and
Henry Devine, whose home is Dipper

Harbor, four miles below that again,

were in Musquash on Tuesday for the
purpose of voting. All had been drink-
{ng to some extent. Along about half-
past four in the aftérnoon Mangan,
who had the reputation of being very
quarrelsome while in liquor, met Henry
Devine, who was a much smaller man
than himself, and tried to force a fight
upon - lum. Though election : féeling
ran bigh in that parish {t iz @eclared
that this had nothing to do with the
row as the participants were on the
same side of politics. 'There séems to
have Been some feud of long standing
between the two families.

_Henry Devine tried to evade the
quarrel and got away, but his assail-
ant followed him up the road toward
the railway station, near which the
two men *cllnched aud fought for a
little wtd!e

mp was again resumed.
TOOK HIS BROTHER'S PART.

* While this was in progress Peter De-
vine came from the direction of  the
poliing booth dnd taking his brother's
pert hit Mangan 4 heavy blow, knock-
ing him backward over a small em~
barikment into a ditch,

Some friends of Mangan aver that
after this Devine jumiped on the pros-
trate man, kicking and striking him
several times, but the testimony of
others who saw the fight is no blows
were struck tftea: Mangan was' knock~
ed down. Instead, it is stated, that
Devine tried to catch him' as he fell,
but was too late to prevent him from
toppling over the embankment and
pitching heavily upon his head ahd
shoulders into the ditch.,

The man who had struck -the blow;
with some of his companions, tried to
assist Mangan, but he showed no dis-
position to rise, though apparently in
possession of his senses. S0, thinking
his inability to move was largely the
result of drunkenness, they merely
straightened him out more comfortably
in the ditch and left him,

About ten minutes later Dr, Geo.
Corbett of Fairville, who was in Mus-
quash for the purpose of voting, was
passing by and had his attention at-
tracted by a couple of boys to what
they said was a drunken man lying in
a ditéh. Stooping over the prostrate
figuré he recognized Mangan and,
gending for & mearby conveyance be-
longing to Mr. MeCarthy of the Nar-
rows, had him taken jto the house of
Charles Rogers, gr,, ir Musquash.
Suspecting nothing more serious than
intoxication, the doetor made only a
superficial examination of the man
and oontented himsplf with placing
him comfortably in bed and adminis-
tering Such remedies as were mear st
hand.

HIS NECK WAS BROKEN,

On Wednesday morning he was notis
fled by telephione that the man was no
bétter. He at once drove again to
Musquash, and upon examination
found that he was completely para-
lyzed from the shoulders down, and

HOW TR _ARREST WAS MADE.

The chjef asked if that gen-
tleman would advise him to visit Mus-
quash and Mr, McKeown replied in the
affirmative, Soon after -dinner Chief
Clark ahd Detective Killen started with
a team for the scene of the occurrence
which resulted in M 's death.

DEVINE CAME WILIAINGLY.

Here Devine was discovered and ar-
restéd between six and seyen o’clock.

The two teams came up to
Musquash, where the one engaged
there was dismissed.. Supper was eat-
en by the chief, detective and prison-
er and the horse was fed. Then the
trio in Chief Clark’s’ carriage resumed
the journey to St. John.

The city was reached at 12.30 a. m.,
and Devine was assigned to a cell in
the cemtral police station. The charge
on the arrest book against Devine
reads as follows: “Arrésted at Dipper
Harbor, 8t. John county, om suspicion
of assaulting John Mangan at Mus-
quash, St.”John- couinty, on the 2lst
{instant, fromcwhich death ensued on
the 25th inst. at Mudquash.” -

THE CHARGE 18 MURDER.

When a Sun reporter had copiéd the
charge this morning the chief remark-
ed, “The charge 18 murder.”

Devine gave his age as 82. He is a
g00d looking man, who made a living
by fishing and workitg at general jobs
when they offered. He 18 a married
man and has three small children.

Agked if the prisoner had made any
statement to him or the detective,
Chief Clark refused to tell. He said
the man had to stand frial. He gave
Devine the usual warning, telling him
whatever he did say could be used
against him at his trial,

A brother of Mangan, the dead man,
was drowned at Carleten last summer.

Chief Clark and Detective Killen
covered about 60 miles with their team
yesterday, a pretty tedious journey,
and deserve great credit Por having so
promptly captured the priscner. . . /

‘There are people who say he was pull-
ed down by the dead man's weight
when he grabbed hold of him, and
others say -he jumped, down. . As to
what happened in the ditch there are
stories  equally at variance. It is
claimed by friends of the prisoner that
be tried to revive Mangan, but otherm
assert that he pounded and kicked
bim.

DEVINE'S GOOD RECORD.

Peter Devine, the accused, enjoys a
good name’ throughout the parish.
None ‘of the many people spoken to at
Musquash by a Sun reporter yesterday
had a word to say against him. He
lived at Dipper Harbor, a few miles
distant from the village of Musquash,
with his wife and three young children.
Mrs. Devine is the youngest daughter
of Anthony Thompson, one of the coun-
oillors representing Musguash ‘in the
Municipal Couneil, ' The fact that Mr,
Thompson was re-elected the other
day, the very day the affalr occurred
which ended in Mangan's death, goes
to indicate that Mr. Thompson is well
thought of by the people generally.
Speaking of  his' son-in-law, Coun.
Thompson said he was' a guiet, inof-
fensive man, who always. got along
well with his neighbors. He was never
known to have provoked a quarrel.
Mr. Devine fished during the fishing
season, and the rest of the time found
employment in the cultivation of his
farm.
