LINCOLN, Mass, Nov, 25.—The most
@isastrous rallroad wreck in this state
for many years occurred at 8.15 o’clock
tonight at Baker's bridge station, a
mile and a half west of Lincoln, on-the
main line of the Boston and Maine
railroad. The Sunday night express,
which left. Boston at 7.46 o'clock for
Montreal via ‘the Rutland system,
erashed into the rear of a local train
which started from Boston at 7.16 for
points on the main line and Marlboro
branch. At least fifteen persons wers
killed outright, burned to death or
suffocated, and thirty or more -were
seriously injured. Many °passengers
sustained minor < cuts, bruises and
burns. The wreck was primarily due
to thick weather, which apparently ob-
scured signals set by the forward
train, which at the time of the disaster
was standing in front of Baker's
bridge station. The Montreal train,
drawn by two lecomotives and congist-
ing also of nine cars, crashed into the
rear of the Marlboro branch local, de-
molishing the two rear cars of the
first train. All tRe pDassengers killed
and injured,” who were in these cars,
Hved in Coneord, West .Acton and
Maynard, Hudson and Marlboro, and
peveral smaller towns in the Assabet
valloy,

The only persons en the Montreal
train who were seriously hurt were
the engineer and fireman of the large
hcomotlvo. The wreckage caught fire
from the yuins of the engine, and many
persons were caught and incinerated
before they had a chance to be re-
leased fromm the debris. ¥Few persons
live jn the vicinity . of Baker's bridge
station, and no fire department was

svailable, so that the flames practical-

Dozens
of passengers from Waltham' and
other places in this section were sent
to destination in carriages.

The leading locomotive telescoped thé
rear car of the Marlboro train and the
second engine forced ‘the demolished
mass against the thigd car of the local
and completely wrecked it. In these
two cars all but two of the fatalities
occurred and practically all of the in-
juries. The collision destroyed the for-
ward locomotive of the Montreal train
and the engine followihg it was con-
sideradply damaged, but did not leave
the raills. None of the cars of the ex-
press was thrown from the track, and
the collision apparently had little ef-
fect upon those in ghem. The passen-
gers stated dfterwards that the shock
was comparatively slight, especially in
view of the rate of speed at whi¢h the
train was proceeding.

Within two minutes following the
erash the scene of ruin was transferred
to one of horror. From the firebox of
one engine the engineer and fireman
of which lay dead in the tangled mass,
flames commenced to leap and caught
the wreckage and a number of the un-
foertunate passengers who had been
pinned down by the broken seats and
 fragments of the wood, were burned to
death.
evidently been Kkilled instantly, but
Just how many escaped death from the
flames ‘in this way_could not be told
tonight. The second car of the local
train remained on the irons. The en-
gine of this train escaped the wreck.

Passengers from both . trains, the
‘train hands and a number of villagers
rushed to the wrecked cars and assist-
ed many persons to escape, .but the
‘flames made it difficult to reach some
who were alive. For the time it was
necessary: to lay_ injured persons side
by side with several bodies of the dead,
until every effort possible had been
made to rescue other victims.

The flames added to the work of des-
truction - which résulted fronr the col-
lision, and little was left of the leading
express locomotive and, the two rear
cars of the local.

But the Troops at Sebastopol Are Weakemng and
Will Surrender if Their Demands Are Gomplied
With—American Representative Assaulted in St.

Petersburg.

sT. PE’I'ERSBURG, Noy. 28, 3.10 a.
m.—Though the mutiheers at Sebasto-

pol' are ‘still. masters  of the sityation
at Admiralty Point, and though a.rmed
parties have apparently free access ‘to
the " town, mnotwithstanding the an-
nodncement by the authorities that the
roads leading to the city were block~
aded, despatches 'received yesterday
from Vice-Admiral Chouknin, -com-
manding the Black Sea fleet, present the
situation in an optimistic light. The
despatches, which were read at an ex-
traoriinary council of the :admiralty,
declare that most ~of the mutineers
have decided to surrender with, their
arms, -though such action involves ar-
rest for mutiny and trial before a court
martial.

This 1g confirmed in part by a des-
patch to the Novoe Vremya, which says
that ‘the spirit of the mutineers is fail-
ing and’that several detachments have
surrendered.

On the other hand, despatches to the
Associated Press from Sebastopol say
that revolutionary. orators . succeeded
vesterday in winning over a battalion
of reservists, ehd that, in spite of the
arrival of reinforcements to the num-~
ber of several thousand, the authorities
did not dare to interfere with a reyiew
held by the mutineers before the cathe-
dral of St. Vladimir, which is in the
very heart of the town.

So far as known, most of the demands
of the mutineers have to do with ser-
vice conditions, including srelease of
the reservists' who have served beyond !
their time, increase of pay, increased
allowance of food ,and the removal ‘of |
a’ large, incompetent and brutal staff
of officers.

Beyond a determination to” proclaim,
martial law, nothing of a definite na:
ture has transpired regarding the de-’
cisions arrived. at by the admiralty
council,” but it is reported that the;

Due Solely to the Emperor’s Policy in the Past
—Jews Welcome to Canada.

OTTAWA, Nov, 27.—Premier Laurier
was the chief *speaker at a meeting to-
night to protest against the.atrocities

perpetrated against the Jews in Rus-|

sia.

Mr, De Sola of’ Montreal said that
within the past few weeks Jewish
quarters in twenty-nine different towns
and villages in Russia had been wiped
out of éxistence, nearly. twenty-five
thousand Jews had: been massacred,
over one hundred thousand had been
maimed . and - wounded and . between
two and three hundred thousand had
been despoiled of all their possessions
and brought to the verge ot starvas
tion.

Laurier. said the almost dally atro«
cities which had been taking place In
Russia, and which had drenched with
blood the soil of that eountry, had
brought an #ndeljble - “blot om the falir.
name of that eonutry ~Such barbari-

ties had taken place recently as to '
make the blood yun cold in one's veins. '

Dr. Melvin of St. John today exam-
ined the suspected cases in Young's
Cove and Cumberland Bay, in the par-
ish of Waterborough, Quens county,
and reports that he has diagnosed the
cases there as being smallpox.

The York county board of health held
a meeting on Saturday to deal with
the outbreak of smallpox at or near
Burtt’s ' Corner.’ It was unanimously
decided to quarantine ‘the smallpox
cases now existing and to put a guard
in’ charge of the several cases to sup-
ply their wants and keep them con-
fined to their own premises. The
chairman was also authorized to em-
ploy Dr. Morehouse to look after the
cases and fumigation of the houses,
providing satisfactory* arrangements
could be made, otherwise the chalrman
will take charge himself,
