THE MAYOR’S MESSAGE.

Mayor Bullock’s inaugural address has some of the
features of a speech from the Throne u\v_‘jhv opening of
Parliament. ts well known
to the aldermen, and gives a sort of review of the gen-
eral situation. 'T'o some extent the Mayor can follow out
the analogy by informing the council what measures or
busitiess will come up for attention. He departs from
the precedent when he proceeds to make recommenda-
tions. There is not much of this, but it is not without
fmportance,

The Mayor's statement of the income value of the
City’s harbor property appears to be below the mark.
He tells us that the’ floating debt charged against the
West Side property is $1,127,000, involving interest and
sinking fund charges of $60,401, whereas he estimates the
receipts of this year at $37,000. Of course if the eity
chooses to make the wharves free there would be no in-
come, and if as a matter of policy the charges for the pres-
ent are made low that they pay only three per
¢ent. on the West Side harbor debt, that does not fix
the capital value of the property. But the income does
pay three per cent, and the sinking fund is a payment on
the principal of the debt. Should it be necessary to fix
@ business value on these properties those on the
West Side should at least be valued at their cost, and the
value of the land.

There is much to commend the view of the Mayor
that the harbor commission scheme néed not be hurried

A COMPREHENSIVE CHARTER.

The bill before the senate chartering the Fundy Tidal
Company gives remarkably large powers. It provides
that the company may, subject to the navigable waters
protection act, *“construct, maintain and operate dams
across the Petitcodiac River, in the province of New
Brunswick, at some point or points between the city of
Moncton and Fort Folly Point, and across the creeks,
streams or tributaries thereof; across the Memramecook
River, in the said province, at or near its mouth; across
Shepody River, in the said province; across the Taitra-
mar, Aulac and ‘Missiquash Rivers, in the said province,
at or near their entrance into Cumberiand Basin; across
the La Planche, Maccan, Nappan and Hebert Rivers, in
the province of Nova Scotia, and across certain portions
of the head of Cumberland Basin and the tributaries
thereof, and across the creeks and streams leading into
said tributaries; across the Avon Rfver, in the said prov-
ince of Nova Scotia, and the various small streams and
tributaries thereof; across the Shubenacadie and Stewi-
acke Rivers, in the said province, and their tributaries;
and across the head waters of the Basin of Minas and
the tributaries thereof.”
There is a long list of other constructions besides
dams which may be built, with the right to carry on
business as 4 power company, to build electric tramways
and railways, treat ore by electricity and operate tele-
graphs and telephones on its own property. The company
is given power to expropriate lands, casements and privi-
eges where it cannot be acquired by agreement.

B. Deacon, of Toron-
to, B. F. Pearson, of Halifax, John T. Hawke, of Moncton,
and James Friel of Dorchester. :
The project cannot fail to interest all who are con-
cerned in the industrial development of the country. Any
sucessful plan to make useful the enormous power of the
Bay of Fundy tides, or the tides of its tributary streams,
would be almost revolutionary in its effects on industrial
conditions.
Every reasonable opportunity ought to be given to test
Mr. Weller’s ideas. But of course it is not to be thought
of that any company should be given cortrol of all the
rivers discharging into the upper waters of the Bay of
Fundy with the enormous powers that this company
claims. It will be noticed that Parliament is becoming
muck more cautious than it used to be about the estab-
lishment of private monopolies over natural powers and
resources.
