The British Empire.

“Take a map and you will see large
tracts of the world colored red, of
course. They are separated by vast
oceans. They lie about the globe from
one end to another, and the very fact
that the suft never séts upon the Brit-
ish Empire may be a proof of its mag-
nitude but 18 no evidence of its
strength. Mogeover, remember what
those foreignm speculators about the
British Empire must have thought be-
fore the war began. They said (o
themselves ‘this loosely compacted
state resembles nothing that ever ex-
isted in history, before, it is held to-
gether, by no coercive power, the gov-
ernment of the Motherland cannot
raise a corporal's guard in Canada,
Australia, New Zealand o6r wherever
you will; it cannot raise a shilling of
taxation in the dominions. It has no
power except the power which a cer-
tain class of politicians never remem-
bers—the power of common affection,
alms, ideas and ideals’ (Loud ap
plause.

A New Experiment.

“Even those of us who most thor-
oughly believe that the British Em-
pire is not only what it certainly is—
& new experiment in the long history
of world governments, even we who
felt convinced that it was an experi-
ment which was going to succeed—
those who like myself took the san-
gulné view of the futute—even we
must have felt that so loosely was it
knit, 80 vast were the areas it cover-
ed, so difficult did it seem that this
immense body could be anifinted by
one soul and that the electric thrill of
4 common necessity would go from
end to end and from pole to pole, when
such a dream was the outcome and
such theé accomplishment, we might
well be pardoned, for not having ex-
pected such achievement. (Applause,)

| When War Broke Out.

‘But when without discussion or
what is commonly called propaganda
'when war broke on the world, we
;’mlght have well doubted whetlier this
| 8reat empire, each unit of which had
| it in its power, if it so desired to hold
aloof, would be ready to go Into it as
one machine, moving toward one com-
mon end as it did.

“It seems glmost a wiracle, and no
greater miracle has ever occurred in
the history of civilization than the
story of the manner in which all those
co-ordinated democracies, each con-
scions of its own separate life, and
{ conscious 'of its common life with the
|empire, moved forward with a spirit
'nr self-sacrifice in a task which they
| believed, not only was their own se-
curity but the safety of the Empire,
the progreses of civilization and liberty
itself at stake. (Applause.)

| The Centras Powers.

It is interesting to compare the
picture I have just endeavored imper:

Europe. They also have many com-
munities, indep jent or inally
independent, all under an alliance
working together toward objects which
they conceive to be in their own in-
terest, but how different is the bond
which unites them.

At this mo-
ment, if the stories which reach us
from various sources have at least a
germ of truth in them, you have Ger-
meny fighting for her own selfish in-
terest eneircled by a sei of states
whom she has brought under her con-
trol, who love her not, whose interésts
are really not identical with hers, but
whom she keeps under her grasp and
dare not, if they would, carry out their
own poliey in their own fashion. TMe
greatest of these powers is Austria,
afid tho#e of us who have access to in-
formation know that Austria. is not
working with Germany as ‘we are
working with France or as the differ-
ent slements of the British Empire are
working with each other. Germany
has so contrived her diplomacy, has so
arrauged her material forces that Aus.
tria has not a will of her own and fr
she ha® is quite incapable of carrying
it out.

Germany’s Dupes. {

“What is true of Austria is true,
with qualifications and differences of
other allles fighting on the side .of
VGermany, it is true of Bulgaria and
true of Turkey. And all of these are
animated, not by a desire for ligitimate
self-defence, not by n desire for froe
dom, not by a determination to carry
on in €ommon any great civilizing
work, but one and all they are mere
pawns in the German game, moved
as the German government and the
German military party desires. They
are not allowed te use their own re
sources for their own ends, they are
mot permitted to have ideals of their
own and pursue them for themselves,
but they are all dragged into this vor
tex of German ambition, all designed
in the first plaec to supply the forces
by which the war may e won, and 1f
the war is won—and I presume there
may still be some in Germany who
think it may be won by the Central
Powers—they will fall into thefr ords
eored places as satelMtes of that Cen-

Staked Last Dollar.

“We have staked our last dollar on
democracy and if democracy falls us
then we are bankrupt indeed, But I
know that demoeracy will not fail us,”
he declared, damid a renewed burst of
applause, “I do not pretend—I do not
think anybody who has studied history
for a moment deceives himselt with
the idea that democracy is an easy
form of government. It has unsolved
difficulties. It has always had them
and always will, and I am not sure
that for solne ruces théy never can ba
surmounted. But that they are diffi-
culties the races that represent west-
ern civilization not only can over
come, but have largely overcome &l
ready, I think, is sure. Do not let us
imagide that the task however suce
cessfully it may have heen accomp
lished up to the presént time is one
that does not require our constant
effort.

German Militarism.

“After all when German militarists
said that democracy was not capable
of vigorous coordinated effort they
made a serious blunder, but one whici
may be excused. They realized how
hard has been found the task of man-
aging a great community of free men
and directing all their energies and
all their sacrifices at any moment to
any great object. That could he done
far more easily by & military autoc-
racy, and, I think, in appearance, but
only in appearance, it could be done
much more effectively. But when de-
moeracy really takes the task in hand
I hold the faith most firmly that it
will beat all the aWitocracies in the
world. T

The Nationa! Crisls.

‘The paradox i8 how ‘this normal
and healthy habit is to ba got.over in
moments of important national crisis
when the efforts of every section,
every party, must be subdrdinated to
one purpose.

“I am addressing a body of réspon-
sible statesmen who know Hew our in-
stitutions are ordinarily ‘worked, who
gét their knowledge no$ from books
but from experience and, they are the
best audience in the world to deal
with subjects which may seem almost
too abstract for discussien on an oc-
casion like this,

“I have seen the m-moct’cy of the
home land at work since the beginning
of the war; I have had the opportunity
of seeing on this continent another
great democracy girding itself for the
great struggle for which 4t fs fiow fin-
ally conimitted, and now have the in-
estimable privilege of greeting this
gathering of my countrymen in the
greatest of our self-governing imperial
elements.

Overcome Difficulties,

“And having had these advantages
I am deeply impressed with the power
of democracy to overcome the difff
culty of which I speak. suppose you
have your difficulties re; Just as
surely as we have had dur difficuities.
If these difficulties exist, if they séem
at any given moment hard to over-
come do not for a mogpent let your
faith fail you. (Loud Applause.)
“You are worthy representatives of
those principles of constitutional free-
dom which in their mpdern develop-
ments are the invention of the British
race, and which the British ™ace has
on the whole known how: $0 practise at
least as successfully as:s#y other
race in the world,

Confidence in Canada.

“The message which you have agked
me to convey to the Mothi d; the
message that Canada is with the Al
lies to a final and tri end,
shall certainly give, and df'the truth of
that message I firmly Helieve. 1 know
that out of this struggle the democra-
cles, whether of the.old world or the
new, whether they belong to the Brit-
fsh Empire or whether they are out-
