ANOTHER COLD 
WAVE ARRIVES 

IN PROVINCEBLUE THE Mr. O'Connor Again Makes 
Protest Against Number 
Stored Away.,

Approximately 22,000 Men 
Have Been Drafted in Cana­
da Under Military Service

A frigid wave—perhape the last
deep dip of the winter (who 
knows?)—moved over St. John and 
the province with xionslderable em­
phasis late last night and during 
the wee little hours this morning 
when few were abroad except 
longshoremen» milkmen, policemen 
and newspapermen. The dili­
gent Canadian Press opemtor as 
a stater last night solemnly Inform­
ed us that the thermometer re­
corded a temperature of 86.below 
at some nortbeasatern outlandish 
place.

The next coldest spot on the 
weather map at the Toronto obser 
vatory is Medicine Hat in Sunny 
Alberta, where the mark la some 
44 below zero. Sasskatoon could 
quite make the Medicine Hat rec­
ord, but the bulti was crowded for 
40 below. At Winnipeg the mer­
cury stood at 30 below, MooseJaw 
32 below, Prince Albert, ditto, Bat- 
tleboro, 34 bflldw. Port Arthur, 
Ont., 24 below and—but why go 
on. It Is sufficiently cool In St 
John this morning under the sting­
ing blasts from the northwtset. At 
4 a.m. the temperature was close 
to the zero mark and much lower at 
other New Brunswick points.

Act. Ottawa, Feb. 20—The cost of living 
commissioner of the minister of labor, 
has issue# his ordinary monthly state­
ment of the quantities of food held in 
storage as of February 1st, 1918. His 
figures are derived from the returns of 
companies holding about ninety-nine 
per cent, of the total cold storage 
space available In Canada.

The amounts of food commodities 
in storage on February 1, 1918, were:

Butter, 7,642,447 pounds; cheese, 7,- 
629,923 pounds; eggs, 1,660,039 dozen; 
beef, 40,197,664 pounds; pork (fresh 
and pickled, 20,916,495 pounds; bacon 
and ham and smoked meats, 13,036,104 
pounds; mutton and lamb, 4,832,230 
pounds; fish, 16,440,734 pounds; fowl, 
all varieties, 3,106,635 pounds.

The preceding figures cover only 
goods reported as held in storage.

"I must again protest that a 100 
per cent Increase of egg holdings and 
an almost equal Increase of cheese 
holdings over those of a year ago fall 
to Justify prevailing prices for these 
cômmodltles," says Mr. O'Connor.

The price o< cheese for home con­
sumption Is too high already. As to 
egg holdings. It Is about time for stor­
age eggs to come off the market. I 
consider that the preceding figures 
■how too many held at the time of re­
porting. My contention raised last 
month that the then alleged scarcity 
was non-existent is borne out by the 
export figures.

Moncton, Feb. 20—The Ocean Limit­

ed from Halifax this afternoon had a 
bad spill at Calhoun’s Station, but, 
fortunately, the passengers and train 
crew escaped injury, and rolling stock 
was not materially damaged. The 
whole train, with the exception of one 
car, was off the track, with the result 
that traffic was blocked from two 
o'clock until 7.30 tonight. Passengers 
on the derailed train were transferred 
and brought to Moncton and forward­
ed. The cause of the run-off was a 
damaged or broken truck on the en­
gine. All the cars remained upright 
and the train ran but a short distance 
after leaving the rails before being 
brought to a standstill.

AantarOsm, Feb. SO.—During a short 
session of the Reichstag yesterday, so 
cordthg to Berlin despatches today, Dr. 
Herman Panache, the vice-president, 
discussed the Ukrainian peace and 
German's intentions In the east, and 
concluded by declaring:

"However much we desire peace, we 
are firmly resolved to hold out with 
genuine German loyalty until a peace 
Is attained which guarantees us, In a 
free country, washed by a free ocean, 
the certrinty of healthy development."

The Ukrainian peace, Dr. Paasche 
said, showed that the Central Powers 
were in earnest agreement with the 
emperor's declaration that they were 
waging no war of conquest as that 
peace was made without Indemnities or 
cessions of territory and was a peace 
honorable to both parties and mutual­
ly advantageous.

Sinkings of Past Week Show 
Slight Dimunition from the 
Previous Week’s Total.

London, Feb. 20—Brltlah merchant- 
men sunk by mine or submarine In the 
past week numbered fifteen, according 
to the Admiralty statement Issued to­
night. Of these twelve were of 1,600 
tons or over and three were under 
that tonnage. One fishing craft also 
was sunk.

The arrivals at ports in the United 
Kingdom for the week numbered 
2,322; sailings, 2,393. Eight vessels 
were unsuccessfully attacked.

The sinkings for the past week 
show a slight diminution from the 
previous week, when nineteen mer­
chantmen were sunk, thirteen of 1,600 
tons or more and six under that ton­
nage.

FRENCH CAPTURE 
MANY PRISONERSThe town of Werder, Esthonia, is 

situated on the coast of Bolsound. It 
is probable that the forces landing 
there came from Moon or Oesel Isl­
ands, which lie off the Esthonia coast 
and which for a long time have been 
occupied by the Germans. Werder Is 
about 65 miles southwest of the im­
portant Gulf of Finland port of Revel.

more than four hundred prisoners, ac­
cording to the war office announce­
ment tonight. The state of the state­
ment reads: “In the Argonne we re­
pulsed an attack at Four De Paris and 
inflicted appreciable losses on the en-

"In Lorraine, north of Bures and east 
of Moncel (northeast of Nancy) our 
detachments penetrated the German 
lines deeply on a large front. This op­
eration, brilliantly carried out, enabl­
ed us to bring back prisoners, the num­
ber of which are known to exceed four 
hundred.

"In the Vosges there was quite 
marked artillery fighting In the region 
of La Pave."

Vienna, Feb.. 20—via London—Rus­
sian evacuation of occupied Austro- 
Hungarian territory has been complet­
ed. The following official announce­
ment was issued today:

"In conformity with the peace 
treaty with Ukraine, the provision re­
garding restoration of the frontiers as 
they existed before the outbreak of 
the war between Austria-Hungary and 
the Russian empire have been fully 
carried out. Our troops have occupied 
without Incident the region extending 
to the original Austro-Hungarian 
frontier.”

A Budapest despatch by way of 
Amsterdam on Monday night said the 
Russians had evacuated the last sec­
tion of Hungarian territory occupied 
by them.
