Berlia, Oct. 18.—The former Ger-
man Bmperor Willlam confidently ex-
pected to emerge victoriously from
the world war and then manrshal his
continéntal armies against England in
‘what he termed “the second Punic
war,” says Mathias Erzberger, in his
velume of war recolections just pub-
lisked at Stuttgart. The Emperor evi-
dently used the term “Pumic war” in
the sense of a confliot for world eu-
promacy between two great nations,
Brzberger, who was formerly min-
ister of finances, but now has tempor-
arily retired from public political ae-
tivities, set forth in detail the meet-
ing between the then Emperor Wil-
liam and the Reichstag leaders, after
the fall of Chancellor Bethmann Holl-
weg, and following the adoption of the
peace resolution in July, 1917,

He says the BEmperor became en-
thusiastic over the phrase “peace or
cempromise,” which he ascumed was
what the Reichstag maejority demand-
A

“Excelient word ‘compromise,’ "
Wilifam stated. *“It means,” he said
“that we take the momey, raw pro-
ducts, cotton, oil and ores out of the
pockets of our enemies and transfer
them o our own.”

The Parliamentary leaders, Herr
Erzberger says, were astonished by
this unexpected display of imperial
mentality and felt that they were be-
irg made the victims of his mockery.
The Bmperor's further remarks were
in the same channe!, he declares,

Willlam esserted that the United
Stutes and England had entered into
an alliance for the purpose of reckon-
ing with Japan after the war. He was
alsc reliably informed = that Russia
would join Japan in warding.off the
FAnglo-Saton blow. He aamitted that
England would not emerge from the
war defeated but said the final ac-
counting would come when he led his
continental armies against her in “the
second Punic war,”
