The Sussex 
train morning and evening is about the 
only one the people can depend upon.

It was pronounced a bass by the 
vaplain. It weightd iytarly 50 pounds. Bass 
of such weight as this are pretty rare 
but another resident caught one in the 
same way a short time ago which was 
even larger than this.

Wild geese in great numbers were seen 
upon the ice in two coves this morning, 
some evidently feeding along the shore in 
he open water and others resting in their 

long flight to the north.
