Small Sized Panic Among
Depositors of a St. Cather-
ines Institution

EVERYBODY PAID

Workman Started the Trouble by
Careless Remark Which Spread
Like Wild Fire — Business Men
Kept Depositing Funds and Other
Banks Offered Assistance.

(Special to The Telegraph.)

St. Catherines, Ont., Sept. 8—A carter
passing the Sovereign Bank buiiaing,
James street, and noticing that ground
had been broken for the vaults of the
bank’s new premises jocularly called out
that ‘“‘the Sovereign Bank is busted.”
Some one who heard it and didn’t see
the point passed the thing on. The report
rapidly spread and the man to whom it
was told stated that he had heard the
Sovereign Bank had suffered a serious
financial loss as a result of the sale of the
Penman industries to Montreal's capital-
ists, which was just the opposite of what
happened as the bank made a handsome
profit out of the transaction.

Nothing exciting happened until about
noon today, when the rumor having by
this time received considerable circula-
tion, small depositors began to drop in
and withdrew their balances. This seem-
ed to cause general uneasiness and very
soon the bank was filled with people de-
manding their money. They were paid as
fast as the clerks could hand it out. The
panic was among women and young men
who work in the factories exclusively.
Some of these are foreigners and their
ignorance of English enhanced their
fright.

Men fought each other for places at the
teller’s window and women were ruth-
lessly elbowed aside. Business men, who
do business with the Sovereign Bank, to
inspire confidence kept depositing money
all the afternoon. One manufacturer, it is
stated, walked into the bank and laid
down $6,000 for deposit. The other banks
of the city offered financial aid but it
was not required and was declined with
thanks. The bank kept open till mid-
night to give people a chance to with-
draw.

Montreal, Sept. 8—One hundred amnd fifty
ship laborers who have been working for

They have been receiving twenty cenis
an hour for day work, thirty for might
work and forty for Sunday. They demand

The news of his appointment was wired !
to Prof. Jones this afternoon by Dr. Inch. |
He is to have a salary of $2,000 per year%
and a residence in the university build-
ing. He wiil be a member of .the board
of education, and also of the university
senate by virtue of his position.

Prof. Jones is a native of Moncton par-
ish, and is about thirty-five years of age.
After teaching in the public schools of the
province for several years, he took a
course at the University of New Bruns-
wick, graduating in 1897 with high honors
in mathematics and mathematical physics.
