FROM KLONDIKE

James E. Hafrigan Arrives
~ After Twenty Years'
Absence

HERE TO SEE MOTHER

Indiantown Home Made Joyful Friday
Night By His Visit—Talks of Daw-
son and the Gold Country—He Has
Prospered Well There.

There was joy in the home of Thomas
Coll, Indiantown, Friday night when Mrs.
Coll’s mother, Mrs. hatharine Harrigan,
welcomed back her son, James K., after
twenty years’ absence 1n California and
the Klondike. Mr. Harrigan left St. John
in 1887, went to Humboldt county (Cal.),
and later through the Chilcoot Pass i1
the mad rush to the Klondike in 1898. He
etaked scveral claims and has acquired a
modest competency as well as a wife
gince his entry into the Klondike.

"This is his first visit home in the twenty
vears and his aged mother was indeed |
glad to see him.  She is more than eighty
years of age but retains her faculties well |
and has kept up.a regular correspond-
ence with her absent children. Mrs. Har-
aigan lives with her daughter, Mrs. Coll,
and one other daughter, Mrs. F. E. Mc-
Manus, of Victoria street, west side, also|
resides in St. John. I'wo sons and a third
daughter are living in California.

Naturally in his twenty years’ experi-

ence in the mining camps of the west, Mr. |

Harrigan has passed through some remark-
able experiences, and he talked interest-|
ingly to a Telegraph reporter for an hour
yesterday afternoon soon after his arrival
here. As he came rather unexpectedly,
his relatives did not know the date of ar-
rival, and he wds staying at the Dufferin
yesterday until he located them. In his
necktie hg wore a large, heavy nugget of
pure gold, and his watch chain was con-
structed in such a way that nuggets alter-
nated with links in its make-up.

Talks of the Gold Land.

“I have never been sick since 1 went
away,” he observed. ‘Everybody is heal-
thy in Dawson City. Yes, it is cold. Last
year the temperature was about seventy

forty below here, as there is no wind.
The colder it gets, the calmer, and though
we have the long polar night, with little
or no sunshine, we never think of stop-
ping work. Lights and torches are used

continually and we get quite used to it.” [

Mr. Harrigan says that Dawson City
has decreased in population by two-thirds
since the days of the big rush. “It is a
modern city mow,” he said, “with a popu-
Jation of about 7,000. I can remember
when there were fully 20,000 within its
limite, and everybody was prosperous. The
chief reason for the change is that big
stock companies are buying up the indi-
vidual claims and the original stakers are
moving out, while employed labor is tak-
ang the place of the independent prospec-
tor. Some claims have, of course, played
out, and the owners have moved away. An
English company are deeply interested in
the mines in the vicinity of Dawson City,
and are trying to force the Americans
out.”

Mr. Harrigan said that the idea that
Dawson had once been a very lawless city
was not correct. “There was never a mur- |
der,” he said, “which was not cleared up
and the guilty parties punished. At pres-
ent Dawson has some of the finest police-
men in the world. In July there was a
bad break. The post office wae robbed of
$45,000 of Uncle Sam’s good gold dust,
which was being sent throygh from Fair-'[
banks. The carpenter of the building was
implicated, and in consequence committed |
guicide afterwards.

“Dawson has electric lights, sewerage, |
newspapers and good churches and schools. |
There has been great improvement in the
streets. When I first went in to Dawson

I had to wear gum rubbers in walking;

through the town, but all that is changed !

now. ‘There have been a number of bad |
tires in Dawson, and for some time it was{
dangerous to- invest money in buildings.

Now there is an efficient fire depﬂrtment,‘

and things are safer, though the houses,

are all wood, some merely logs and others |

trame style.” .

Mr. Marrigan says he has not met many
New Brunswickers in the Klondike. The
McClusky brothers from St. John are do-
ing well in the wood business in Daweon.

Speaking of “Big Alex” MacDonald,
¥mnown as the King of the Klondike, who
cleaned up a fortune of millions in a sew
anonths, Mr. Harrigan said that the for-

~ tune was now sadly depleted. ‘Sandy was

a good fellow,” he said, ‘‘and the money

went quickly. He is still interested in |

mines, and is a well known figure in Daw-
son.” !
Getting the Gold.

Asked about his own experiences, Mr.
Harrigan said that he had, of course, met
ayith a great many hardships, but they
had left no mark on him. On the trail;
through the Chilcoot Pass, 3,500 feet above !
sea level, he had traveled with thousands |
of others, men and women. The pack’
carried sometimes was as heavy as 200!
pounds, and all this was needed. On ar-|
rival at the El Dorado, claims were staked |
and applications entered. In thrce months !
word was received whether or not the ap- |
plication had been granted, and then the |
digging commenced. The gold was on the,
bedrock from twelve to thirty feet below |
{he surface, and plenty of hard work fol-:
jowed. - Sometimes nuggets were found in |
large quantities. A nugget about the size |
of a bean was worth $3, and in a good day
about thirty of these would be washed out.
The gold dust, if found in any quantity,
was much more valuable. Mr. Harrigan
exhibited some of the dust and nuggets m
a bottle.

Four years ago, Mr. Harrigan was mar-
vied in PDawson City, and his wife came
aes far as Seattle with him on the trip
out: He will remain in St. John until
about Jan. 1, when he will return to Daw-
gon. “I am well satisfied with my sojourn
there,” he said; “but I wanted to sce my
old mother before she dies.” .

Mr. Harrigan’s property is on Bomanza '
Creck, and he says he has been negotiat-
ing with a large company for its sale.

L'he schooner Venita, before reported as
sinking at eea off Eastern Point on Thurs-
day last, was on the passage from New
York to St. John with a load of sulphur
for the Mispec pulp mill.

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HORSE BAN AWAY;
WM, SECORD KILLED

' Red Head Farmer Thrown from
Load of Hay in Princess
Street

SKULL FRACTURED

Horse Ran Down Steep Hill Towards
Courtenay Bay—Boy Clung to Load
Till Crown Street Was Reached,
Then Thrown But Not Hurt.

William Secord, aged - about . sixty, a,
farmer belonging to Red Head, had his,
skull fractured in a runaway accident in!
Princess street Friday afternoon and died
_carly Saturday morning in' the General
| Public Hospital. He and a boy driving
with him were thrown from a load of hay
Ibut the boy escaped unhurt.

Mr. Secord and the lad drove into town |
with a single team load of hay for John
A. Davidson. This was to be delivered
at Mr. Davidson’s barn at the foot of
Princess street. About 4.30 o’clock the

team reached the top of the steep Prin-
cess street hill, down which it-was neces-
sary to go to reach the barn. When
about one half the distance to Pitt street

i was reached the horse ran away and the

sudden jolting caused Mr. Secord to lose
his seat and he slid down the front part
of the load.

It is thought he fell in front of the
wheel and was run over, for one of his ears
was almost torn from the head and, it
transpired afterwards, his skull was frac-
tured.

Meanwhile the horse continued down the
hill, the boy clinging to the top of the
load. The cart struck the fence along the
dump at the foot of the hill and this
brought the horse to a standstill but it
also dislodged the boy from his place and
he fell to the ground. He was unhurt,
however, and was able later to take charge
of the horse.

Mr. Secord had been picked up by some

workmen near by and Dr. Wm. Warwick |

was hurriedly called and the ambulance
telephoned for. Dr. Warwick's examina-
tion brought the opinion that the man’s
skull was fractured and he ordered him
taken to the hospital.

The injured man lingered unconseious
through the evening and died about 12.30
Saturday morning.

DEATHS 1N 1907
MORE THAN LAST YEAR

Consumption Claimed the Larger
Number—More Cases of Infectious
Diseases Than in 1906,

The annual report of the board of
health for the city and county of St. John
for the yea. ending October 31 has been
prepared by Secretary T. M. Burns and
sent in to the provincial authorities. The
report shows that there were 792 deaths
in that persd as compared with 752 for
the year previous.

As usual tuberculosis was responsible
for the greater number, there being 97
deaths from that cause as compared with
92 for the previous year. There were 593
cases of infectious diseases but tlie death

rate was very low, there bemg only 19

fatal terminations. Seven deaths were
from diphtheria, seven from measles and
five from typhoid fever. In the year
1905-06 there were 520 cases of infectious
diseases with 45 deaths resulting. Of
diphtheria there were 315 cases in 1905-06
with 98 deaths, typhoid fever 138 with 16

{ deaths and scarlet fever 33 with 1 death. |

Following are some of the principal
causes of death during the past year:—
From tuberculosis of various kinds, 97;
cancar of various kinds. 35; meningitis,
23; general paralysis, 13: infantile con-
vulsions, 12; organic diseases of heart, 79;
syncope, 18; acute bronchitis, 31; broncho-
| pneumonia, 25; pneumonia, 27; infantile
| diarrhoea, 34; Dright's disease, 10; alco-
' holism, 3; diseases of infancy, 47; scnile
. debility, 59. Therc were 20 deaths by \1
olence from the following causes:—Sui-

Of the total number of deaths, 403 were
males and 389 females.

The nativity report shows that 614 were
(anadians; 176 foreigners, and two not
stated.

As. regards social condition, 400 were
single, 388 married and 4 not stated.

The greater numbes of deaths occurred
at the extreme ages, as the following state-
ment shows:—Under 1 year, 162 deaths;
from 1 to 5, 69; 5 to 10, 10; 10 to 15, 19;
15 to 20, 35; 20 to 23, 25; 25 to 30, 31; 30

92; 70 to 80, 104; 80 and over, 69.

NEW WONDERS OF RADIUM

Its Aid in the Oonversion of Glass
Into Gems.

(Paris Correspondence of the London Tele-
graph.)

One ‘more miracle seems to have been
realized through radium, and Professor
Bordas has made a discovery which beats
the long-sought philosopher’s stone. Min-
erals of small value have been turned into
rubies, emeralds; sapphires, and topaz. M.
| de Lapparent announced the new wonder
'in a communication to the Academy of
Sciences. :

Professor Bordas has been struck by’ the
fact that the glass of tubes containing rad-
ium invariably takes on a bright blue hue,
apparently unalterable. He commenced ex-
periments in a laboratory of the College
of France to ascertain the effect of radium

GEEAT CAVE SYSTEM IN
NEW CANADIAN RESERVE

Big Limestone Caverns Underlie Part
of National Park Among
the Selkirks

GRAND MOUNTAIN REGION .

Lofty Peaks, Wonderful Glaociers,
Subterranean Rivers and Wat-
erfalls Make it the Tourists’
Paradise.

A Winnipeg despatch says:

The Canadian government has s2t apart
as a mnational park the wonderful region
at the summit of the Selkirks. It em-
braces the great glacier which thousands
of tourists visit every year, scores of other
glaciers and many of ths loftiest ~moun-
tains in the Canadian domain.

A new wonder in this region was dis-
covered in 1904 near the centre of the
park, It is a seeries of limestone caves
whose windings have been explored for
4,000 feet.

An extensive cave area exists beyond
that which has been explored. What™is
known today of the cave region is tola
in an article by A. O. Whaeler in the an-
nual report of the surveyor-general of Can-
ada. i
This cave region is to be opened to toui
ists. It is only. about &ix miles fror
Glacier, the nearest station on the Cana-
dian Pacific railroad.

A good trail has been cut and a road is
to be built between Glacier and the caves.

In the caves ladders have been placed and
paths roped in; plank walks are to be
built across rough places and in other
ways the vieit to the caves is to be made
comfortable and convenient.

Tt is still rough work, for steep climbing
is required to reach the region, and none
but seasoned pedestrians can explore the
caves and fnake the reund trip from Gla-
cier in a day. A camp has been establish-
ed at the caves in which visitors may com-
fortably spend the night.

The caves were discovered by Charles H.
Deutschman in May, 1904, while he was
hunting big game and prospecting for min-
erals. It was a year before anything was
done to ascertain their extent and char-
acter.

Deutschman has done mos% of the ex-
ploring. Mr. Wheeler calls him a remark-
able man, and what he says about the
work Deutschman has done without as-
sistance shows that he is devoid of fear.

Time and again he has ‘descended intd
these caves alone. He ‘has penetrategd
depths of Dblackest darkness, illumiied
only by the ray of a tallow dip. Added to
the darkness in which he cften groped his
way was the roar of subterranean tor-
rents.

He his crossed huge cracks and mille
descents in pitch darkness when a missi®p
would have meant death. Wheeler says
that now that ladders are in position and
guard ropes set up it is difficult to realize
how Deutschman made his pioneer jour-
neys iu these caverns.

The best light thus far provided durving
the surveys and explorations has bzen from
acetylene lamps, which have proved very
serviceable. :

Only two streams of the kind have been
found in the main rarre cr the Rocky
Mountains. \

Another curious phanotaenon is chsr:y:
No matter how warm the day may be o .
one wanders among these mountains; he
may come to more than one place whei a
cold draft of wind strikes him.

If he looks for the cause he will tint
a crack in the rock through which comes
a current of air like that praduced by an
clectric fan, but much stronger. The air
comes from somewlitre in the interior of
the mountain. Theee air currents gave the
first. intimation of the cxistence of the
caves.

The streams of water for ages dug inte
the limestone and wore it away. 'The
Joors of some of the caves are now 250
feet below the surface.

Here and there the Waters, swinging
from side to side for centuries, wore away
broad surfaces, so that the caves are
wide; then something caused them to flow
along a narrow track till they dug out
deep beds for themselves, and today they
roar scores of feet below the general level
of the floor.

Scattered here and therc over the floor
are enormous blocks of rock ealt which in
the opinion of a mining engineer fell from
the roof; Mr. Wheeler is of the opizion
that something as potent as an carthquake
must have been necessary to detach them
from the rock wall.

In places the waters have excavated eide
channels, making conncctions with other
underground passages. Some of these lat-
era' openings are so low that they can be
traversed only by crawling.

Nature did not have the comfort of -th:
tourist in mind when she dug these cav-
erns, and a great deal must yet be done
before they can be comfortable traversed.

These caverns are very difforent from

Luray arc wanting. A few stalactites are
found, purs white iu color. but the lagest
is only eightecn inches long.
