Recorded in the fall of 1987 the groups’ second album “Diamond Sun” was released in May,

1988. From this album the first sin

gle “I'm Still Searching” went gold in Canada and the

second single, the title track, was very close to gold as well. The third release from this album
was called "My Song"” a traditional sounding song recorded in Dublin, Ireland complete with
tin pipes backup provided by the Irish folk group “The Chieftains”. This single is also doing

very well so far

The band anticipates the release of yet more singles from this second effort and is currently on
a world tour which includes such exotic places as the U.S., Europe, Japan, and Australia.
