It will be understood the above is not complete, but forms the greater and most important 

part of the Botanical Section of a work which has no parallel in modern literature. 
Originally issued in parts or divisions, it extended over a number of years, and very few 
complete sets are in existence, in fact, Vol. 4 of the Premiere Partie was never published, 
and sections, sheets or plates of the work are often missing. The original owner received 
no titles, and consequently there are none bound in the above volumes. The plates are 
unspotted and perfectly clean, and to those who may he acquainted with the work, 
this is a genuine bargain.
