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FIVE MINUTE SERMON ingly weakening influence upon the 
proper obedience to civil authority. 
The ea called Reformation rebelled 
againet the authority of the Church ; 
it set up private, individual j idg- 
ment ae the rule and guide in religi­
ous matter!. Present conditions in 
the church world show the deplora­
ble estate, to which Protestantism 
has brought the original seceding 
sects. These have been dividing and 
subdividing until eventual total dis­
integration seeme to be only a matter 
of time, especially when we note that 
sect after sect has been abandoning 
tenet after tenet of the body of doc­
trine carried away from the Mother 
Church of Christendom during the 
era of the Reformation.

Does it require any stretch of the 
Imagination to see a resemblance 
between the working of Protestant 
ism daring the last four centuries 
and the development of social Kadi 
calism during the last four years ? 
Protestantism rebelled against relig­
ious authority, and has been disin­
tegrating and degenerating into 
religious anarchism : Social Radical 
ism has rebelled against civil author 
ity, and has been disintegrating and 
degenerating into Plnmbism, I. W. 
VV.iem and Sovietism, forerunners 
of civil anarchism.

“ Recent psychological researches 
have established that a very great 
part of the operations of the human 
mind are subconscious and that 
every) impression and every emotion 
of our lives is retained by this sub­
conscious mind.

“ Experiments have shown that 
when this passive state of the mind 
is cultivated a door is opened through 
which gradually it is possible for evil 
spirits, for so they have been Identi­
fied by many of their conversations, 
to gain access to the storehouse of 
the subconscious and read it like an 
open book. The statement of one of 
these spirits, who after having suc­
cessfully deceived hie auditors for 
a long while was finally trapped into 
a manifest falsehood, was this :

“ T obtained all the needed infor­
mation from your own silly thought 
boxes. You eft there like- a set of 
fools, in a passive state ol mind, by 
which I am able to read yont minds 
as you read the New Testament.’

“ The ludicrous and fantastic mes­
sages which are usually first obtained 
from the use of the oulla-board are 
explained by the fact that the 
subconscious mind is only partly 
awakened and the normal mind is 
still functioning. As long ae the 
messages contain no information that 
may not be known by the experi­
menter himself, there is no valid 
reason to assume an outeide intelli-

Lord, who when dying on the Cross 
prayed for His enemies, saying :
“ Father forgive them, for they know 
not what they do.’’ All men. without 
exception, have a claim upon onr 
mercy, and we must help them both 
in body and soul, for there are cor­
poral and spiritual works of mercy. 
How often do opportunities occur to 
ue all of practising them. Perhaps 
you know some unhappy or sinful 
person, with whom you, like your 
Father in heaven, sympathize 
heartily, and you are anxious to help 
him. It he is sad and depressed, you 
speak words of encouragement to 
him ; it he is in need of counsel, you 
advise him and show yourself a tree 
friend ; or yon may supply him with 
work or money, if he is in want. 
Perhaps some beggar knocks at your 
door, and you give him food or cloth­
ing. or you go to visit a sick friend or 
neighbor, or take some dainty dish to 
a lonely invalid—all these and many 
others also are works of mercy, one 
or more of which you can and ought 
to perform daily for the good ot your 
suffering fellow ■ creatures. Every 
such work, however, should be done 
for God's sake, since the Pharisaical 
system of doing good woiks for one's 
own advantage, or to please men 
rather than God, is devoid ot all 
merit in Hie sight.

2. “ Blessed are the merciful, for 
they shall obtain mercy." We learn 
here the reward of mercy. When a 
man has acquired a large capital, he 
tends it out at interest, and in due 
time recovers it with a considerable 
addition. Now every good work that 
we do, every alms that we give, is a 
kind ol capital that we lend to God, 
and in His own good time He will 
repay it with abundant interest. It 
is true that every kind word is 
capital lent to God, for our divine 
Lord says : “ Whatsoever you did to 
one of these My least brethren, yon 
did it to Me." God will repay this 
capital with interest, as it ie written:
" He that hath meroy on the poor, 
lendeth to the Lord, and He will 
repay him." What is the interest 
that we shall receive from God? If 
you are merciful, you may hope that 
even in this life He will have mercy 
npo'n you, that it may be well with 
you, that you may be spared disaster 
and misery and that your business 
may prosper. Should, however, 
trouble come upon yon, the Lord 
will, in return tor the mercy that 
you have shown to others, shorten 
the time ot tribulation, fill you with 
consolation and deliver you from 
sickness and poverty. But it is 
when a merciful man comes to die 
that he really begins to reap what he 
has sown, for then he gathers the 
fruits of his meroy, and receives his 
toll reward : then be experiences the 
meaning of the promise : " Blessed 
are the merciful for they shall obtain 
mercy." If you are merciful, your 
eoul will be filled with holy confi­
dence that God in return for your 
mercy will not forsake you, but will 
forgive you your Bins and have mercy 
upon you. You will not hope in 
vain. St. John Chrysostom writes : 
“ Never have I heard that anyone 
who delighted during his lifetime in 
doing works of mercy, died an un­
happy death ; for such an one hath 
many advocates, and it is impossible 
that God shoeld not grant their 
prayer." Yes, heaven itself is the 
reward of mercy, a reward compris­
ing everything in itself.

With such a reward in view, it is 
not difficult for us to he merciful, to 
follow God s example in doing good 
to all men, both in body and soul, 
and in doing it tor His sake. It is 
better to lay up treasures in heaven 
than on earth : when we die we shall 
have to leave everything ; our good 
works alone will follow ue. Let us 
then be merciful, and we shall obtain 
mercy. Amen.

VICTIMS TAKEN UNAWARES

It bas been found that the weaker 
the mind that tampers with the 
ouijaboard the more readily is the 
influence of the instrument or the 
spirits it summons manifested. The 
chief danger is in the first step taken, 
when curiosity is aroused. The 
descent from what is anparently 
harmless to what is vicious and 
dangerous is so abrupt that, as in 
many of the cases recently investi­
gated by lunacy commissioners, the 
victims are taken unawares. Chil­
dren, as indicated by the California 
case, are just ae susceptible as their 
elders .to derangement and dis­
orders.

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LUNACY BOARD'S WARNING

One of the most recent pronounce­
ments warning against the practice 
is that of the Utate of California 
Lunacy Commission, following an 
affair at El Cerrito, which caused the 
commitment of four women victims 
of “ ouija-mania " to the insane 
asylum after the police had broken 
in barred doors and found the women 
in a state of trance brought about by 
strange rites performed at the direc­
tion of the board.

Five children, with their heads 
shaved to “ drive away evil spirits," 
were confined to the house. A 
fifteen year-old girl was acting as 
high priestess of the strange orgies. 
Seven hundred dollars in bills bad 
bear, .burned, she declared, to please 
the spirits of departed relatives.

“ There are other fads that have 
surpassed the ouija-board to pro­
ducing insanity," eaysT the statement 
of the California Lunacy Commis­
sion, “ but the latter holds front 
place today. We have had many 
commitments to state asylums dur­
ing the past few months on account 
ot the board. Before we got through 
wo will probably have many more."

Three women in Los Angeles were 
recently confined to the asylum be­
cause of insanity induced, doctors 
declared, by “ dabbling with the 
ouija board," and another case was 
reported from Oakland.

The ouija mania, already become 
so baneful in its consequences, is 
traced by many authorities to the 
influence of men of the type of Sir 
Oliver Lodge and Sir Arthur Conan 
Doyle, who recently came forward 
with statements that they have estab 
lished communication with the dead 
and claiming revelations of the 
highest importance.

EVIL SPIRITS, SAY EXPERTS

“ Explanations of the manner in 
which evil spirits are able to gain 
possession of the knowledge which 
they communicate through the 
medium of the ouija board are not 
wanting," declared ltanpert.

“ While many hold there is a 
natural explanation for the messages 
which the board gives, and that this 
natural explanation eventually will 
be discovered, others who have in­
vestigated the phenomena deeply are 
convinced that a natural explana­
tion does not cover all the facts 
in the case, but that an independent 
mind ot some kind must be admitted 
to have part in the transmission ot 
messages. In many cases there is 
little doubt that the mind is that of 
some sinister spirit

MATERIAL MEMORIALS OF

REDEMPTION
The present whereabouts ot the 

relics ot the Holy Passion of Onr 
Lord is a subject ot great interest to 
Catholics and students of the physi­
cal memorials ot the historié events 
ot the Redemption ot man. Tradi­
tion has placed the following relics 
ot the Passion in various parts of the 
world as follows :

The largest portions of the wood 
ol the Cross are in the Basilica of 
the Holy Cross of Jerusalem at Rome 
and in the Cathedral at Paris. A 
relic ot the Cross is also kept at our 
own Cathedral of the Holy Cross in 
Boston, which is used in the exer­
cises of the Confraternity of the Holy 
Cross in that church.

The “ title " of the Cross, or the 
tablet on which is the well known 
inscription “I. N. fi. I."—“Jesus 
Nazarenue, Rex Judaeorum,” “ Jesus 
of Nazareth, King of the Jews," is 
preserved in the Basilica of the Holy 
Cross of Jerusalem at Rome.

CROWN OF THORNS

The Crown of Thorns forms part 
ot the treasure ot Our Lady of Paris, 
but is lacking in the thorns, which 
have been distributed to a number of 
churches. This relic, with frag­
ments of the Croce, is borne in 
triumph by twelve Canons or Cures 
ot Paris in a solemn procession held 
at 8 o’clock on Good Friday night in 
Notre Dame. The Church of St. 
Serin in Toulouse has a fragment of 
the Crown, which was presented to 
it by St. Louis through hie brother 
Alphonse, Count ot Toulouse.

One of the Nails, according to 
tradition, was cast by St. Helena 
into the Adriatic for the purpose ot 
calming a storm. Another is said to 
be in the noted iron crown of the
