The Janaeniat Sisters of St. Marthe 
have been excommunicated wholesale by 
the Archbishop of Paria, for resistance 
when lately called upon to submit to all 
the doctrines of Rome.

The late Herr Iaidor Kraft, of Berlin, 
a wealthy philanthropist, baa left behind 
him a will which would hare rejoiced the 
eoul of Tom Hood. He has ordered that 
half of hia fortune ot 1,000,000 marka be 
expended in the foundation of a fund for 
the assistance of poor needlewomen, with 
out regard to sect.

The Rocky Mountain Advocate of Salt 
Lake City, says : *• The Metbodiet Epis­
copal Church of this city, large as it is, 
was not built in rain.

And for til such earnest 
souls let us breathe an#*- that wonderful 
prayer of the Apostle Paul for his Tbes 
saloniau brethren: “May the very God of 
peace sanctify you wholly ; and 1 pray God 
your whole spirit and Mal and body be 
preserved blameless onto the coming of 
oar Lord Jesus Christ,

This comprehensive prayer is worthy of 
onr most devout study. It bears more 
closely upon the great vital question be­
fore us than any passage in God’s prec­
ious Word. It is a petition for complete 
consecration. The worgtranslated “ sanc­
tify” in our version oftUi has tbe meaning 
of consecrate, or set apart for a holy use 
In th.- twenty-third chapter of Matthew 
we read that “ tbe temple consecrates (i.

makes sacred) the gold.” Paul speaks 
of “ a vessel omseciated and meet for tbe 
Master’s use.” In hie teautiful and ex­
tended prayer for hie dlsuiplee our Lord 
might have used the earn Greek word in 
this very sense. If so be prayed as 
follows : “ Consecrate thym for thy truth.” 
And then he adds: “ ®or their saves I 
consecrate myself, that they also may be 
consecrated through [or for] the truth.” 
He might thus mean to declare : I devote 
myself body and soul to my great atoning 
work, now to be consummated by my sacri­
ficial death ; and then he prays for their 
coneeeration by the truth snd for tbe 
preaching of the troth. Such eminent 
scholars as Moses Stuart and Dr. Edward 
Robinson hold that t|iis is the proper 
interpretation of this word in onr Lord's 
wonderful prayer on the eve of hie suffer­
ings.

Suppose we giro the same meaning to 
the same word in PanKe prayer now be­
fore us. It would then, read : " May tbe 
veiy Gud of peace eenseerate you wholly.” 
That is, may God set y -u apart to do hia 
will. May God purify y5h tor his service. 
May God employ yon in his glorious 
work. May be endow yon with his Holy 
Spirit. What a prayer that is ! It sweeps 
in tbe entire man. physical and mental, 
tbe mortal part and tbe immortal, tbe 
portion of us that has to do with tbe pre­
sent material things and that higher part 
of us that has to do with things spiritual 
and eternal.

But who is to do it ? Are we to conse­
crate ourselves, purify ourselves, and 
make ourselves holy ? Did Paul com­
mand his brethren to undertake a self­
sanctification ? No. He was wiser than 
that. He called upon God to consecrate 
them. He looked np to the fountain­
head of all grace and light and power, a id 
asked for them “the power from on high.” 
Ah ! ùow often some of us have cried out 
with presumptuous zeal: “ I will conse­
crate myself to the Lird.” And present­
ly there came a strain on us too hard for 
our poor weakness, and we had to cry ont : 
“ Hold thou us up, O God ! for our feet 
had well nigh slipped.” Peter imagined 
that he had devoted himself entirely and 
unalterably to bis Mister when be spoke 
out so boldly : Though all men forsake 
Thee, yet will not I.” The poor crestfall­
en disciple soon discovered that only the 
Divine strength could hold him fast to his 
loyalty. Aud so we will discover to our 
sorrow.

But the God of peace wilt consecrate us, 
if we ask him fervently and if we put our 
whole trust io him- We must pray for 
this glorious and fruitful and joy-iaspir­
ing consecration by our conduct as well 
as with our oar lips. When we thus seel 
it.it will come! Those who thus seek it 
will possess this Christ-given boon. The 
infinite Jtsus will keep us until his trium­
phant coming. Then we shall be like him 
and we shall see him as he is. On ! for 
this complete consecration.

MISSIONARY INFLUENCE.
A rumor of tbe murder of the Rev. W. J. 

Davis, a Methodist missionary in South 
Africa, has been proved untrue. It ap­
pears, however, that hie brother narrowly 
escaped death, while Mr. Hope, a magis­
trate, fell at tbe hands of one of the chiefs 
now in rebellion. The following account 
—from tbe pen of a lady in charge of the 
Mission Seminary at Sbawbnry—-cas for­
warded bj a native messenger to the Eng­
lish settlements, and thence sent to her 
father, an English Methodist minister

“ On the 25th of August the missionary 
station at Sbawbnry, in Mhlonhlo’s coun­
try. was alarmed by the arrival of tidings 
early in the morning to the effect that the 
natives had broken ont into revolt. A 
few days previously Mr. Hope, the magis­
trate, hid endeavoured to prevail on 
Mblonblo to espouse fhe cause of tbe Eng­
lish, and the chief had demurred, until 
Mr. Hope Expressed his resolut.uu to 
move fm wa d alone. On hearing this the 
chief consented to raise a force, and one 
thousand wai i lors were collected. Mhtouh 
lo, however, professed to entertain some 
dread lest in the absence of bis troops bis 
own country might be invaded, aud so

craftily obtained from the magistrate all ! 
possible information as to tbe approach of ; 
reinforcements, arms, am mutation, Ac. | 
Tbe force then set forward, and all went ' 
smoothly for a day or two. After that 
interval Mr. Hope evidently became un­
easy, spoke to hie companions strangely 
about death, walked far in tbeearly morn­
ing, ate nothing, and said to his dog,
' Come, old Pasha, let me have a last look 
at yon.’ After breakfast, 700 warriors sat 
down in a circle, with the white men in 
tbe centre. Mr. Hope said, 1 Well, you 
are all Government men to-day,’ when 
Mblonblo called Mr. A. Deris, one of the 
three clerke, to him, and the magistrate 
saw at once that this meant tbe rescue of 
Mr. Davie and the destruction of the rest. 
A war cry immediately followed, and then 
a war dance, and whilst one of the Kaffirs, 
seizing Mr. Hope by the bprd, thrust an 
assegai through his chest,yhe two clerks 
were as suddenly slaughtered, and then 
tossed about on tbe spears of their des­
troyers. A rush was now made at Mr. 1 
Allied Lia vis, but the chief threw his arm 
around him, saying, ' Whoever touches 
him touches me.’ This protection was 
owing to the legard which Mblonblo felt
for tbe Rev. Mr. Davis and his wife, and > 
which so well served the missionary’s bro- > 
tber in the hour of bis danger. The re­
quest of Mr. A. Davis, to be allowed to 
bury his late companions, before his own 
sad and perilous journey to Sbawbury, 
was refused, but when the bodies had been 
stripped, according to custom, he saw, 
amongst tbe heap of clothing, the glitter­
ing of Mr. Hope's watch and chain and 
was able to possess himself of those me­
morials. The escort, conveying 150 Mar­
tini-Henry rifles and several thousand 
rounds ot cartridges, fell into tba hands 
of the chief, but the escort of about six­
teen meneroaped. Sbawbnry had become 
a place of refuge to traders and others 
who fled from their homes, leaving almost 
everything behind them, and many of 
them narrowly escaping loss of life. About 
eleven white men in all are supposed to 
have been murdered by Mblonblo and his 
people. No danger of molestation is 
thought to threaten the station, where all 
has been done towards elutbing, sheltering 
and feeding the numerous and destitute 
refugee». One trader reached this asylum 
having been closely pursued, and saving 
bia life by emptying hie pockets of what 
money be possessed, and casting it away, 
tbe foi emoet of his pursuers stopping to 
scramble for the coins. Another arrived 
quite naked, and daubed all over with clay, 
having passed in tbe midst of some friend­
ly natives as one of tbe tribe, whilst they 
so helped him to traverse the disturbed 
districts. At a place a few milee from 
Sbawbury some fifty traders and others 
were, a few days after the outbreak, unit­
ed f.r their own defence, and the chief 
desiring to give them a safe conduct to 
Sbawbury, sent an escort for their pro­
tection, but the little garrison, misunder­
standing the purpose, stood on ‘he defen­
sive, and the escort returned. It had, 
however, again been sent forward, accom­
panied by a young Englishman named 
G iss, and was expected to bring in the 
party to a place of greater safety. Tbe 
chief appears to be a strange compound 
of barbarism and kindliness. He told 
Mr. A. Davis that there were but two per­
sons in tbe world of whom be stood in 
dread, and they were the missionaiy and 
his wife, and that when he thought of 
meeting them there came a great lump 
in his throat. He has conversed with the 
Rev. Mr. Davis freely, but ret used a 
second request for consent to tbe inter­
ment of the murdered people. He baa 
sent to the station to ascertain the loss of 
tbe traders, and seemingly with tbe pur­
pose of making compensation. He bas 
sent in to tell ‘ Sam,’ a native constable, 
that be must diguise himself, and escape 
to bis own people, or his life will be tbe 
forfeit. He has sent to Mrs Davis a sup­
ply of meal and a box of tea, and to bis 
two children at tbe Seminary a present of 
a soTt reign. His state of mind appears 
to be despondent, as he said to Mr A 
Davie, 11 am a suicide ; some kill them­
selves by poison, and some by hanging, 
and some by leaping over a precipice. I 
am doing the last.’ ”

Men cannot comprehend the ir,finit; 
reach of his being who appeals to every 
emotion of which the human heart is

capable, and who is yet beyond all thought.
He lay on hie mother’s breast a helph-ss 
child. He was in tbe beginning with God, 0 
and was God. Every knee shall bow to 
him, and every tongue shall confess him 
Lord.

Let us guard him while we may. In 
his infinite condescension he baa nlaced 
himself, ae it were, in our care. He has 
entrusted his cause to our hande and 
hearts. He has made it p-iesible for us, 
at coat and sacrifice of will, to confess him 
before men, whom angele worship, and 
haa promised that those who do confess 
him here he will confess before hie Father 
in heaven.

In bis address on “Training for tbe
