London* Aug. 18.—German artil- 
lery became more active last night 
along the Somme front. A small Brit­
ish gain is reported in the official an- 
nauncement of to-day, which follows :

“Last night the enemy’s artillery 
showed increased activity. Northwest 
of Eazenein-le-Petit, by a small local 
enterprise we further extended 
gains in the enemy lines, 
trenches in this area were found to 
be greatly damaged and full of the 
enemy’s dead.

"A further hostile attack from 
Martinpuich last night was repulsed 
as completely as were his former at­
tempts yesterday.”

Lisbon, via Paris, Aug. 18.—Ma­

jor Norton Mattos, the Portuguese 
minister of war announced to-day 
that Portugal will soon participate 
in the war, fighting on the side of 
the Entente Allies.

The Portuguese congress voted to 
join the Entente Allies in the war in 
November, 1914. A Portuguese naval 
commander seized thirty-six Germa» 
and Austrian vessels in the Tagus 
River in February, 1916, and the 
following March Germany declared 
war on Portugal because of this ac­
tion.

Petrograd, Aug. 18, via London, 

2.45 p.m.—The Austro-German ef­
fort to throw back the Russians in 
Galicia has resulted in great losses 
and met with no success, the War 
Office announced to-day. The Rus­
sians have pressed forward in sever­
al sectors.

The announcement follows:
On the front, from Zlota to For- 

taytse the enemy resumed the of­
fensive with considerable forces, 
without success. The enemy sus­
tained gfeat losses.

Haig’s troops stood their 
ground despite six rushes in a storm 
of shell fire, and turned the assault 
so thoroughly that they were able to 
advance their line on a narrow front.

Pozieres and the ground to the 
north were chosen again for the Teu­
ton counter-attack. ^The British ad­
vance here has driven a wedge be­
tween Thiepval and Martinpuich, 
threatening to pocket both villages, 
which are bulwarks of the second 
line.

nevertheless a thrust always pushed 
back the German lines. The British 
and the French continue the steady 
pressure on the Teuton line, always 
returning to the attack with increas­
ed power after they have been stop­
ped momentarily. It is a good criter­
ion of their resources in men and 
munitions that after seven weeks of 
almost incessant battle they were 
able to execute the brilliant dash 
which helped to straighten their line 
in the Combles-Peronne sector.

This advance is measured only in 
yards, and it is only a minor incident 
in a wide movement, but it was cost­
ly to the Germans who defended their 
positions stubbornly.

Counter-Attacks Coming
Some observers here believe that if 

the estimates of German numbers 
in the west are correct, the kaiser’s 
troops will not rest content with de­
fending the Somme sector, but will 
launch a heavy counter-attack at an­
other point on the line in the west. 
One of these critics say that Germany 
is still well supplied with troops, and 
that the 1917 class is far from being 
exhausted.

So far the greatest value of the 
western offensive has been to compel 
Germany to concentrate large forces 
there, enabling the allies to strike 
successful blows at other points. How 
effectively this scheme has worked 
out is shown clearly in the results in 
southern Russia, on the Carso and at 
Verdun.
