readily perform his duties if given an
opportunity, the matter looks different-
1y, The obligstion under which the
ie are put to the public man is not
such a2 te necessitate their macrific
their interests in order that nothing but
plessant things shall be eaid about bis
conduct,
The representative has no right to be
prised at criticy heref nor
should he wish to demy the people the
right to comment. Fair criticiem is's
grest check to misgoversment, and thus
it works in his as well as the public in-
terests, Besides, when the public man
steps again into private life the same
privilege i open to bim, and in sl
probability will be used by bim guite g
freely as his critics now make use of it.
» JTaking this into consideration and the
fact that thers exists as mamy different
opiniens in reference to public matters as
there ave different individoals, we be-
lieve that the most essemtial characteris-
tig for a ‘servant of the public to possess
—after & spirit of cheerful compliance to
the wishes of bis constituents—is a tem-
per of humility and teachableness under
adverse criticism,

The man who cannot stand  little re-
buke, who goes wild over a letter in the
local paper simed at bis conduct, and
cBafes and blusters under editorial com-
ment, will never make s Gladstone.
His nervous orgenism is altogether too
delicately stramg to endure the diseord-
ant jars of public life, Nervoue prostras
tion is almost sure to follow a prolenged
exposuze upon the dizzy beights of
publicity. A basty retirement to the
seclusion of private life is the enly sslva-
tion for such & man.
