That ia the slate the Hydro-Electric 
supporters propose going to the the peo­
ple with, providing of course that they 
get Mr. Stewart's consent to oppose 
Mayor McLaren. They have not got it 
yet. They are not certain that they will. 
The committee waited on the member 
for West Hamilton when he arrived 
from Toronto on Saturday afternoon, 
and pleaded with him to carry their 
banner. To quote Mr. Stewart’s own 
words, the deputation got no satisfac­
tion. He refused to give a definite ans­
wer until after to-night’s Council meet­
ing. Ex-Aid. Bailey, who was snowed 
under by Mayor McLaren last January, 
was later waited upon, and he too, re­
fused to give a definite answer yet.

Mr. Stewart left for Ottawa to-day. 
Before going he made this statement to 
the Times:

I gave the committee no satisfaction, 
and I. understand that Mr. Bailcv gave 
no answer. This is the way I feel" about 
it. If the Council on Monday night 
makes a contract for two motors it will 
be carrying out the spirit of the con­
tract last June. If the aldermen de­
viate from this and decide to but sep­
arate motors I will not say what I will 
do. I think the aldermen should act fair 
and square in this matter and obey the 
mandate of the people.”

Reading between the lines one might 
take it for granted that Mr. Stewart 
would refuse to have anvthing to do 
with the mayorality fight if a contract 
is made for two motors, but Mr. Stew­
art did not say so.

Will you be a candidate if onlv one 
motor is purchased ?” he was askwi.

"In that event," was the replv, “I 
would go into the fight a good ' deal

sooner. It would be a strong inducement 
for me to run.”

One of the Hydro lieutenants is au­
thority for the statement that, although 
Mr. Stewart gave the deputation no de­
finite answer, he is certain to be in the 
field and it is said that he has already 
made arrangements by which he can 
lick an organization into shape on a few 
days notice.

READY FOR 
THE BATTLE.

Brewery and Distillery Owner 
Manage the Campaign.

And Help Hotel Men to Provide 
Sinews of War.

Big Increase in Amount of Water 
Pumped.

Opinion is divided in the City Hall as 
to the probability of the temperance 
people capturing the Council next year. 
The hotel men have been working so 
quietly that it was generally believed 
they had no organization and would l>e 
in poor shape for the whirlwind cam­
paign the Citizens' Campaign Committee 
will inaugurale this week, when Rev. 
Sam Small logins addressing temperance 
meetings nightly in the different city 
churches. As a matter of fact, the liquor 
interests here were never better pre­
pared for a fight, and the organization 
has not been left to the holei proprie 
tors, either. The people behind it are 
the brewery and distillery owners of the 
Province. The campaign is being man­
aged from Toronto. There is said to l»e 
no lack of funds and vigorous opposition 
will be waged in every city, town and 
village where license reduction or local 
option is being voted on. The hotel men 
and shop license holders in Hamilton 
have been very active in a quiet way. 
They say they were caught napping last 
year. The temperance people are equally 
confident. Their organization, they sav, 
is in far better shape than it was last 
year, and the campaign is being handled 
by experienced workers, who know how 
to get out the vote. The success of the 
committee last year in electing eight men 
to the Council the temperance agitators 
believe will do piuch to influence the 
vote in their favor next January.

About the only matter likely to pro­
voke discussion at to-night,’» Council 
meeting is the question of the motors 
fur the Beach pump house The Hydro 
supporters expect that this will give 
them an opportunity to turn loose some 
of their thunder in support of the cam­
paign to he waged from now until elec­
tion day and indications point to a gab- 
feat, such ns the Council has not been 
treated to this year.

In a letter to the City Engineer, in 
which he asks that his concern be given 
a chance to tender on the Hydro motors, 
W. A. Buoke, of the Canadian General- 
Electric Company, points out that there 
has been a disposition on the city’s part 
to place the business with the Westing-’ 
house Company, no matter what the ten­
ders are. If the city intends doing this 
again, he requests that his company be 
notified, so that it can avoid going to 
unnecessary expense. Mr. Hucke says 
he would be pleased if Toronto would 
take the same interest In local firms as 
Hamilton does.

City Engineer Macallum and the offi­

cials of the water department arc at a 
Io*s to account for the big increase in 
the amount of water pumped at this 
time of the year. Engineer Maclar 
lane s report for November shows that 
1! *8.404,390 gallons were pumped, an in­
crease of 17,812,390, or ten per cent, 
more than in the corresponding month a 
year ago. As it takes less than a mil- 
lion gallons a month to supply the 
mountain people, that does not account

City Engineer Macallum received a 
telegram on Saturday informing him 
that Engineer Sothnmn. of the Hydro 
Electric Commission, will be here at 3 
o’clock this afternoon to confer with 
the Fire and Water Committee about 
the electric motors.

KING LEOPOLD PASSING AWAY.
Belgium’s King Dying—May Operate on Him in Effort to Save His 

Life—May Administer Extreme Unction.
Brussels, Dec. 13.—King Leopold was 

reported a* dying to-day, but the report 

lacked confirmation. It is known that 

the condition of His Majesty lus* reached 
a criticaJ *tagv, but death is not at IuukL 

A consultation of attending phyfôoiai» 
wae held tiiis morning, when it was de­
cided that if there who no change fbr 

the lietter by to-morrow an operation 
wouki l>e performed. Another consulta­
tion will be held to-might..

The King slept * intermittently last 
night. During one period of wakeful- 
new he sent for his private secretary, 
Baron Goffinet. who remained several 
moment* *Vi the chamber. Immediately

following this morning’s consultation the 
King summoned his lawyer and a notary, 
with whom he had a prolonged interview, 
presumably relative to his will. Subse­
quently he received t'lie Papal Nuncio, 
who brought the benediction of the lloly 
Father, and the Spanish Minister. Leo­
pold’s courage and fortitude in the face 
of death is a matter of general cammeirt. 
His mind remains clear, and he insists 
ujM>n talking about the affairs of state. 
This afternoon he summoned his young­
est daughter, the Princes* Clementine.

Y<-eterd*y the patient suffered a re? 
lapse, and ns the day progressed he grew 
steadily worse. Tjast evening it was an­
nounced t-hat a disquieting affection of 
the abdomen had appeared, and that 
dropsy of the logs was a ko present. The 
Cabinet was summoned, physicians met

in consultation, «aid the royal chaplain 
was brought to the bedside. Toward 
evening the King was said to be «tightly 
improved, and to have iuul some sleep.

Hie court physician. Dr. Thiraud. held 
a consultation with other physicians, af 
ter which this bulletin was issued.

“Although the night was passed calm­
ly. the King’s condition is not improved. 
Unless an immediate change occurs an 
operation wiH be necessary. The royal 
chaplain of L-aeken Ostle remains at 
the palace, prepared to administer the 
Iasi sacraments.”

His 
physicians fear the result of an opera­
tion. and should they decide to operate 
the patient wiH firwt receive extreme unc­
tion. administered by Cardinal Mercier.

DESPONDENT ABOUT 
HIS POOR SISTER.

John Hannon Cut His Throat and Had Been 
Dead Hours When Discovered.

Despondent and tired of life, John 
Hannon, who boarded at 265 York street, 
slashed hi* throat with a razor, inflict­
ing wounds of such a nature that he 
died before hie act wa* discovered. Hha 
throat wae cut almost from ear to ear, 
and he had apparently died without a 
struggle. He had been worrying for 
some time about himself and his sister. 
No intimation had been given by him 
of his intention, and the other inmates of 
tfie bouse were unaware of the fact that 
he had ended hi* life until this morning, 
when a chum went to the door to call 
him, and discovered him lying on the 
floor. He had apparently been dead for 
some hours then. The last time he was 
seen alive was yesterday afternoon at 3 
o’clock.

Hannon was a cigar maker, and a num­
ber of his fellow-workmen boarded at 
the same place, but to none of them had 
he ever *poken of his troubles, except to 
a friend he had worked with for the past 
three years, and to him he confided that 
his sieter wa* in destitute circumstances.

l^e body was discovered by G. Wheat- 
croft, who wa* in the ha bit* of stopping 
into Hannon’s room each morning when 
he got up. This morning lie did not get 
up until 8.45. As usual, he went to 
Hannon’s room. When he endeavored to 
enter the door would not oj»en very wide. 
He finally got in. and saw Hannon lv:ng 
on the floor, with his throat cut. dead. 
He hurriedly notifed the other people in 
the house, and notice was sent to the 
police, who soon appeared on the sc-me. 
Coroner Phi Ip was also notifed. and was 
not long in arriving.

■Hie body was lying just where it had 
fallen. He had apparently walked over 
to the mirror upon his dresser, picked 
up the razor, and done the deed which 
“oded hat career. After cutting his throat 
he must have turned around, taken two 
steps toward the door, and fa Hen with

his bead near his bed and in such * 
way a* to be near the door.

Ihe razor which he had used «eft am
the dreeoer. and was about three parte 
open. It was covered with blood. The 
oover on the dresser wa* pushed heck. 
The floor in front of the dresser was 
covered with blood, and his two step* 
were plainly marked bv blood stain*. Hie 
foot marts were about three feet apart, 
and he had apparently staggered.

In the room was found a number of 
bottle* near the head of bis bed. He hod 
apparently been drinking. He waa fully 
dressed, with the exception of his coat. 
In his trouser pockets wa* found a num­
ber of sniaft straps, which were probably 
used in his work. J

For the pa*t week his companion* 
alaim he had been feeling unusually de­
spondent. but they did not think he was 
considering such a thing as suicide. Thev 
generally conceded him to be of a bright 
jovial nature, ami thought his despond­
ency would soon wear off.

Hannon had a number of vears ago 
been on a journey up north, 'and while 
there had his feet frozen. He had them 
amputated and artificial ones put on. 
He did not seem to worry about that, 
though, as he could walk without show­
ing the defent to any great extent.

Hf a naCiv. 'of Ireland, hut had
resided in lies country for a number 
of years. Whcatcroft had known the de­
ceased for three years, thev having learn­
ed the eigamaking trade at the aa-nte 
place. Since learning the trade thev had 
worked together, but Hannon hail al­
ways seemed height and cheerful, except 
when he spoke of his sister and the desti­
tute circumstances she tear in. He waa 
24 years of age and unmarried.

Coroner Philp gave it as hk opinion 
that Hannon had been dead for a number 
dLJIOUrS' ,Ul,i probably done the
deed lost night, as rigor mortis had al­
ready set in. The parents of the vonni, 
man live i„ Dublin. Ireland. ‘

Hr. Philp considered that an Inouest 
w*s not necessary.

sun came up to-day every avail­
able craft of any size put out of 
the breakwater here to aid In the 
search for possible survivors of 
the ill-fated Marquette and Bes­
semer car ferry No. 2. which ha* 
probably foundered in the middle 
of Lake Erie.

Nine of the crew of the vessel 
were brought here last night froz­
en to death in a small ten-man 
yawl, in tow of the State fisheries 
boat Commodore Perry.

It is believed that further boats 
will lie picked up within the next 
few hours, ('apt. Dryseoll, com­
manding the Perry, said:

"1 expect to find other yawls 
with the members of the crew of 
the car ferry in them. I hope 
against hope that I may reach the 
yawls if there are any afloat in 
time to be of real serevice.”

Officers of the Car Ferry Com­
pany have spared no efforts to 
locate their missing ship and ship­
wrecked crew. It is reported 
that the burial of the nine bodies 
recovered yesterday will be paid 
for by the company, and the loss 
in some instance» falls heavily 
upon the sailors’ families.

The bodies of the nine sailor 
men were shipped to Conneaut to­
day, accompanied by over a hun­
dred mourners.
