He trusted that something would be done
1o vive members the free air of Heaven, to which
they were entitled.

Mr. CHARLTON hoped the subject would receive
attention. Changes in ventilation had been made
several years ago, but so far with 1o good result.
There was no better way in which the public money
could be spent than in the manner indicated.

Dr. TUPPER said there could hardly be a more
important subject than this. He admitted the dif-
ficulty of getting fresh, pure air into this building,
but the system of getting air from damp cellars was
radically wrong. The ventilation here had become
insupportable. , Moreovér, the system of throwing
cold air mto the heated room was most injurious.

Mr. MACKENZIE admitted the importance of the
subject, bus it was dificult undgr the old mxd_d]c
age style of architecture to obtain proper ventila-
tion. It would be useless to enter into the causes
of the bad ventilation, which was, however, not 50
detrimentral as it had been.

Mr. KIREPATRICK drew attention to the recent
death of an old and valued public servant, an officer
of this Department, Col. Coffin, of the ©Ordnance
Lands branch.

He
said the claim was just one, and expressed the hope
that the Government would comply with what he
considered only a just and reasonable demand.

He and the
deceased had been boys together, and it was because
of his great abilities that he had received appoint-
ment. He had discharged his duties in an eminently
satisfactory degree, and he trusted that provision
for his family would be made in the Supplementary
Estimates.

He sketched the history
of the question from the inception of the scheme by
the late Government. There been expended
on surveys up to 30th June las ,416,895, or $1,300
ver mile, one half of which been spent on the
British Columbia section. The total cost of the
line from Lake Nipissing to the Pacific had been
estimated by Mr‘ﬂemin% at $100,000,000. Hedefend-
ed the route which had been selected through Mani-
toba, dealing with the routes from the Yellow Head
Pass to the ocean. Dean Inlet might be set aside
as impracticable. They were, therefore, confined to
a selection between the Burrard Inlet and
the Bute Inlet routes, As to grades the
comparison was very greatly in favour of the Bur-
rard Inlet route. The curvature was as nearly as
possible the same on both routes, but materially
sharper on the Burrard Inlet route. Mr. Smith had
estimated the cost of the Burrard Inlet line from

Mr. LANGEVIN said the expenses of the Depart-
ment were equally as great a8 when large numbers of
people were brought across. He objected to the
numbers of agents who were in Great Britain
and on the Continent, doing nothing, but
as had been stated, writing articles for the news-
papers. The expenditure of the Department, as it
‘was operated at present, could not be defended, He
invited the Ministry to a serious consideration
whether there could not be some reduction which
wovld be a real saving to the couutry.

Mr. CARTWRIGHT admitted that if the results of
the coming year’s operations were nol more satis-
factory than latterly, the Government would be
Justified in reducing the estimates for salaries of
travelling agents and travelling expenses.
