ALLIES VICTORIOUS ADVANCE

» [Northern France Almost Entirely Cleared of Enemy
Who Now Seeing Defeat Near Seeks to

Obtain

Tuesday

Over a front of twenty miles be-
tween Cambral and St. Quentin the
British American and French troops
started @ mighty drive on Tuesday
vhich in i‘¢ nitial stage has thrown
tie enemy back from highly prized
tactical positiong to a depth of from
two to five miles. Numerous towns
have been captured and seemingly all|
the great defensive positions of thei
enemy in this rezion have been oblit-
erated. Large numbers of prisoaers
have been captured. In addition ter-
rible casualties were inflicted on the
enemy .

Northeast of Berry-au-Bac the
Freach have driven their line to the
junction of the Alsne and Suippe rriv-
ers placing the Germans’ front
around Laon and eastward in great-
ar jeopardy. In A Champagne Gen-
eral Gouraud's forces have increased
their gaing all the way eastward to
the region of the Argonne Forest
while on the eastern side of the for-
est the Americans have improved
their battle fron¢ along the Ainse
valley.

In Macedgonia the Italians and
Serbs are still forcing the enemy
through Albania aad in Serbia while
in Palestine the HBritish have driven
the Turks more than thirty miles
anth of Damascus.

A despatch from Athens dated
Sunday says: ,SThe governor of
Smyrna has sent to Mytilene three
delegates a Greek an Englishman and
a Turk, to enter into peace pour par-
lers”

Wednesday

The city of Cambrai has been cap-
tured by the British. There and
elsewhere 8,000 prisoners were taken
in yesterday’'s fighting.

The Anglo-American k was
resumed this moming on the entire
front south of Cambrai, Field Mar-
s'vl Haig reported today. Rapid
progress was being made.

Last night additicnal progress was
made eact of Sequehart and towards
Bohain and Maretz.

‘South of Cambrai the British cap-
tured Forenville and reachd the west-
era outskirts of Walincourt.

(By the Associated Press)—Heavy
fighting continued throughout the
night on tite CambraiSt. Quentin
front and the British and Ammericans
contined their progress of Tuesday
under a heavy rrotective fire from
the British artillery. The defeat=d
enemy was almost smothered under
tho great deluge of steel and oxplo-
stves,

A large number of guns have been
cartured by the British and Ameri-
cans in addition to the grect batches
of prisoners which continue to arrive
at the cages. The American troops
alone captured two complete filled
batteries and a battory of heavy or-
tilery.

German meinforcdments have ar-
rived, but as these troops have beea
engared severa. timas recently their
presence mcerely 2dds to the confusion
in the enemy renks.

Throughout Tuesday and last night
the British had complote coatrol of
the air. Roads, barrscks masced
troops and batteriez behind the Ger
man lines =il were tangets for the
busy Britisy bombing airplanes.

French troops attacking last night
south and east of St. Quentin cap-
tured the Gerraan defences between
Harly and NouvilleSt. Amand and
dnove past the later town om the
north

Attempts by the Germans to recap-
ture the positions aine' yesterday
by the French north of the Arnes
were repulsad with heavy losses to
the enemy.

Thursday

German troops today are counter-
attacking véry heavily on tie Suippe
River front I the Champagne and
the French hcve not been able to
make very much progress.

General J. M. C. Malleterro the
military critic for the Temps has
written a letter from the froat say-
ing that tho German highm command
ig hoping to save the.

“An armistice even with the obli-

nounce the Allies’ conditions as pos-
aible.

The maximum depth of the advance
is between eight and tem miles. The
Germans are declared to be fleeing
to the east of Lo Cateau.

Behind them the Germans ane leav—
ing the country devastated; buraing
towns and villages es they flee.

Strong resistance also is beinz
imposed by the Gommnns against
further advance by the Fremch aad
Americans in Champagne and east of
the Argonne Fomest. Along the
Suippe river tie fighting is l’urlousl
but the French have been able to
make further crossings of the stream
St. Etienne has changed hands sev-
aral times in bitter combats.

West of the Argonme ~Forest the
Americans have driven their line for-
ward to the region of Comay on. the
Aire river; where they have effected
a junction with the French troops;
a™d sdamingly the Angonne Forest
soon will be in allied hands. On
the eastern side of the Meuse 'the
Americans have advanced and taken
several small villages and also
straightened out their line which
was being enfiladed by the German
guns from the east.

Further progress was made by the
British last nighy towa-ds the north-
ern part of the prouent battlefroat
to the east of Cambrai. Fighting
is going on southeast of Cambrai on
both sides of "Caudry; FieldMarshal
Haig repornted today. The British
are now within two miles of Le Cat-
eau. Sallaumines and Noyelles have
been captured.

Between Lens and the Scarpe the
Biitish also are advan:ing and are
in touch wity the Germans to the
west of the line of Vitryen-Artois;
Agelles-Equarchin and Rouvroy.

French troops advancing east of
the St. Quentin-Lecateau railroad
have capturel Etaves Wood and
Bocquiaux village and further south
have taken Marcy nd reached Fon-
taine Notre Dame as well as Foa-
sommes; it is officially announced.

Le Cateau; the important junction
point tweélve miles southeast of Cam-
brat; was in British possession
Thursday night.

The Germgn retreat which is over
a front of about 35 miles; from the
south of Douat to the regicn east of
St. Quentin; has left in the hands of
the Allies; in addition to the towns
taken; valuable lines of communica-
tion and strategic positions of high
tmportance.

The Americans continue slowly to
advance up the eastern side of the
Meuse; while west of the river; in
conjunction with the operatioas of
the French they have all but obliter-
ated the great Argonne forest as an
ermy defence jzsivon. To thy vest
of the forest in the Aisne Valley and
stfll farther westward; the French
also have made further gains.

Both in the Macedonion theatre and
in Palestine the Allied forces are
pressing the enemy hard. Albania
is fast being cleared of tae Austro-
Hungarian troops; while in Serbla
the enemy is nearing Nish; harassed
by the Serbian- At last accounts
General Allenby s still driving the
Ottoman troops ' .rthward in Pales-
tine.

The afternoon the American troop®
w:re in Marcq and ‘Cheviers having
taken the Lafolie Farm and the Rich-
ard Farm and advancing on the
Negremont Wcods; they have also
captured Sommbrance and had ad-
vanced north of the village.

The Gerans are fighting casg from
their old battle positions from Douai
to Le Fere and northward from La
Fere to the Meuse River. From the
south of Douai to the east of Laon
the enemy everywhere is giving
ground eastward. The famocus Che-
min des Dames js being evacuated
while in Champagne and along the
Meuge River{ farther eastwanrd the
French,and American troops are push
ing further forwand northward their
lines in the great converging move-
ment which s fast driviag the enemy
from Belgium and the greater portion
of invaded France toward his own
-bonders.

Douai now is completely outflanked
while between Cambrai and St.
Quentin the British and Americans
are still chasing the enemy. To the
south of St. Quentin the French over
a wide front have crossed the Oise
River; and are forcing the Germans
to give up the great St. Gobian
Fomest; the bastion at the bend of
the line where it turig eastward; and
aleo the stronghold of Laon; the
keystone of the entire southern line.

East of Rhefms; the Suippe River
has been crossed by the French at
numerous places. West of the Ar-
gonne Forest the enemy is in full
retreat.

Saturday

Continued progress was made Fri-
day night by the French troops along
the emntire Champagnia front; the war
cffice announces today. The French
have penetrated the important rail-
way town of Vouziers. This morn-
ing the French were holding the
general line of the Retourne and the
road from Pauvreg to Vouziers.

Cavalry joined in the pursuit of the
Germand by the French army to-
day; being the first to enten Laneu-
ville. The advance on the eastern
part of the battlefront was much
accelerated; the French and Ameri-
can troops at some points gaining
about seven miles. The Americans;
notwithstanding a heavy bombard-
ment of the region with mustard gas
shells; took Macau's.

French troops advamced to tho
river Retroune over most of its
lengty, and took Savignyesur—Ailsne;
only two and a half miles south of
Veuziers; which is in flames Veuziers
and Guise; as well as all of the vil-
lages south of Laom; are in flames.

Sunday

Laon, the last of the group of nat-
ural obstacles forming the keystone
of the German defence in France, has
been taklen without a fight.

Fere, together with a great part of
