In returning thanks for the welcome, after 
e few preliminary remarks, Sir Riohaoo 
Cabtwbioht said : Bat there was one other 
subject of some Interest on which I had 
intended to offer a few observations.

THl LAST LOEDOH L0AX.
I refer to the loan recently effected in 

England by Sir Leonard Tilley. I have 
observed with maoh pleasure that the 
Reform press, eo for from imitating the bad 
example set them in time pest by oar oppo­
nents, have candidly admitted that this 
was a successful operation, as far as it 
went. This wae quite right ; and I am my­
self quite prepared to endorse their state­
ments, and to say publicly that I think tbe 
price obtained wae » good one, end that the 
time selected for floating the loan woe well 
chosen. And here, sir, I would have been 
very willing to stop end suspend ell further 
criticism : till I met Sir Leonard Tdtoy in 
Parliament. Unfortunately the course pur­
sued by the organs of the Government renders 
it necessary for me to go a tittle farther. I 
admit frankly that the loan itself is a good 
one, bat I entirely deny that, having regard 
to tbe then state of the money market, it was 
comparatively one atom or one heir-breadth 
better then the loans effected by myself, 
especially than my loan of 1876 ; and I say

»n extraordinary end nuprec»-dtntfcd ac­
cumulation of bullion both in England and 
In France, rad when the market was as 
quiet as each a nytrkot is ever likely to be.

OiaOUMfiTAKCSA iAVvHlSO THS TILLS I LOAM.
Sir, in eompanng these loans we mast re­

member that there was such a concurrence 
of favorable accidents as have never occurred 
before in the history ol the Stock Exchange, 
and ae in all likelihood may never occur 
again for several generations, at tbe moment 
when the late loan woe tamed. The gold in 
tbe Bank of England had reached the re­
markable figure of 1176,000,(Xrtl and the gold 
and silver in the Bank of France that of 
1460,000,000. In other words, these two 
great Banks held 8686,Q00,000 of specie 
between them, while the rates of interest 
bed fallen for short loans to one-half of one 
per cent, per aunam, and for long ones for, 
good negotiable paper to seven-eighths of 
one per cent, per annum. In other words 
when Sir Leonard Tilley vu eelling onr four 
per cent, bonds in London you could borrow 
money there, if your credit was good, on 
your note of bend at the rate of 87 cents for 
each hundred dollars. This was a wholly 
unexampled state of things, and in my 
judgment should have been taken advantage 
of better than it was. I repeat that 1 con­
sider the loan on the whole a good one, but 
1 by no means agree that it was, under the 
circumstances, more than a fairly good one ; 
and In one very important particular, to 
which I bed myself expressly celled Sir 
Leonard Tilley's attention on the floor of 
Parliament, I bold that he has entirely felled 
to avail himself of the manifest advantages 
of the position.

THl SINKING iCND BUCDKM.
So long ego as lest March I formally 

warned him in Parliament that I believed 
that he ought in his next loan to abolish the 
provision for any additional sinking fund, 
for the very plain reason that onr present 
einking fund is becoming so disproportion­
ately large that it threatens to become ra 
embarrassment instead of sn assistance, 
being, I believe, the largest, in proportion to 
oar debt rad income, of any Bute of «quoi 
standing. Now, by his own estimates, our 
•inking fund, without this last addition, 
amount» to 11,160,000, end is increasing by 
its own operation at the rate of 160,000 e 
year, and it is more than time that this 
Increase should be stopped, as I had fully 
decided it should bed I remained Minister 
of Finance. Sir, I am quite well aware of 
the pies which Sir Lsonard T Hey will 
act np. He will plead that bis London 
advisers, tbe financial agents of Canada, did 
not recommend tuis. He and bis supporters, 
sir, wHl take shelter under the names of 
those eminent rad able firms whom eome of 
them did not hesitate to slander publicly a 
few years ego in connection with a similar 
transaction, and we will be told that the 
agents did not advise inch a coarse. It may 
be so; bat I have to toll Sir Leonard Tilley 
that a Minister of Finance who knows hta 
business knows also when to overrule his 
advisers, and that under the circumstances 
he both could and ought to have emanci­
pated himself from this incubas, end saved 
the 876,000 a year which he has agreed to 
pay for e sinking fund daring the whole 
currency of this loan ; end as tbs Ministerial 
•apportera will force me to spesk ont, I tey
