The Derby of 1892 will never be for-
gottéen by the sporting fraternity of
England. Truly it was the most sen-
sational Derby of the 20th century in
many ways. Firstly because the horse
that ought to hdve won was poisoned.
Secondly, because there was more
money won and lest than any race on
record. Lastly, as the race ruined
more nobility than any other on re-
cord.

Orme; the celebrated son of the
famous sire Ben d'Or and brother to
the mighty Ormonde, was considered
a sure winner, almost a moral cer-
tainty.
