Two Poets’ Mss. and Relics to be Dis­

persed—The Love Letters.
Through the death of the late Mr. 

Robert Wiedemann Barrett Browning 
a remarkable collection of relics of 
his parents, Robert and Elizabeth Bar­
rett Browning, will be sold at South- 
by’s hi about three months’ time. 
Among the relics are manuscripts 
and letters.

The former include numerous 
manuscripts of Elizabeth Barrett 
Browning, some dating from her 
childhood,. Ofle is the original com­
plete. manuscript of “Aurora Leigh," 
from which the poem was printed. 
A few manuscripts by Robert Brown­
ing include the manuscript of “One 
Word more" and the manuscript of 
“Asolando,” his last volume of poems, 
published on the day of his death.

There is also the acting copy of 
“A Blot on the Scutcheon,” with the
autograph corrections by Macready 
which caused the quarrel between 
him and Browning.

The letters include the love-letters 
of Robert Browning and Elizabeth 
Barrett Browning. Many letters to 
Robert Browning from famous con­
temporaries, including Carlyle (who 
advised him to write prose instead of 
poetry), Ruskin, and Tennyson will 
be on sale; as also the famous tetter 
from D. G. Rossetti, asking Brown­
ing about the authorship of “Paul­
ine.”
