Jackson, of Wardsville. The funeral took 
place on Thursday afternoon, the services 
being conducted by Rev. William Lowe, of 
Glencoe, assisted by Rev. Mr. Reade. The 
pall-bearers were grandchildren and great- 
grandchildren of the deceased.
