Messrs Stronach and Ronald arrived in 
town frem Kootenay during the week. 
There were 70 white men and 200 China- 

in the district. No mining was going 
on, everything frozen. The miners have 
done well during the season, and it is 
expected that a greater number would go to 
the Kootenay district in the spring.

«Kspov»erytitfibWa'fftg|fTig3lft 
Arrow Lake turned out a fizzle. New sur­
face diggings had been found at ’49 creek, at 
thejmouth of the Kootenay, about 35 miles 
above Shepherd. Good wages, so far, had 
been made at these new diggings. Only 
one man had got do wo to the bed-rock. In 
one crevice he found a piece of $13. 
Toward the latter part of the fall, 3000 feet 
had been taken up and recorded. Fifteen 
men were wintering on ’49 creek.

The Kootenay Indians held a big potlatch 
about the middle of December, and 
declared their intention of fighting the 
Blackfoot Indians next season.

About 75 miles north of Kootenay, stock 
belonging to the butchers and miners, were 
being wintered. There were 150 head of 
cattle and 100 horses. At this point there 
was plenty of feed.

Mr Ronald states that when going to 
Kootenay from Fort Shepherd with the mail 
he found a dead man, oo December 2lst, on 
the Shepherd and Kootenay mountain. It 
seems the deceased had been engaged in 
trapping, and, getting short of provisions, 
was on his way to Fort Shepherd to obtain 
supplies. The name of deceased is George 
Tynlon or Tynline.

An accident occurred on the river to a 
party proceeding to ’49 creek, resulting in 
the death of a man named Dupuis or Kiog. 
Having to make a portage, they thought 
they could pull the empty boat through the 
rapids. King was in the boat, the tow- 
line broke, and the boat with King was 
precipitated over the falls. King’s body 
had not been found.

The Reindeer.—Her Majesty’s sloop-cor­

vette Reindeer, 7, 952 tons, 200-horse power 
(nominal), Commander E. Naves, made her 
official trial of speed, at her deep-load 
draught, at the measured mile, Maplin 
Sands, on Saturday, previously to proceeding 
to sea. The ship was in charge of Comman­
der W. L. Fatridge, second in command of 
the Steam Reserve in the Medway ; the other 
officials on board superintending the trials 
being Mr W. W. Williamson, inspector of 
machinery afloat ; Mr T. Baker, chief engin­
eer and inspector of machinery at Chatham 
dockyard ; Mr W. Hutchens, assistant-mas­
ter shipwright ot the dockyard ; with Mr 
Rennie and Mr Phillips, representing Messrs. 
Rennie & Sons, the makers of the engines. 
The machinery was under the charge of Mr 
J. P. Allen, chief engineer of the Reindeer. 
The engines are a pair of direct-acting hori­
zontal engines, with a length of stroke of 2ft. 
and effective diameter of the cylinder 41%in. 
On leaving her moorings in the Medway^n 
Saturday the Reindeer drew 15ft aft, and 
13ft llin forward, with 123 tons of coale, the 
whole of her shot, shell and guns, and 
twelvemonths’ stores and provisions on board. 
She is fitted with a Griffiths’ two-bladed pro­
peller, 12ft in diameter, and set at a pitch 
of 12ft 4%in., the immersiop of the tipper 
edge being 1ft 7%in. The wind was y» ,-ierIy 
with a force of 2 to 4. During the trial the 
engines worked very satisfactorily. 6fA.t th^ 
close of the trials some experiments were 
made in stopping and starting the engines 
and in raising the screw, at the termination 
of which the usual certificate was given of 
the satisfactory condition of the engines. At 
the termination of the trials the Reindeer 
anchored at the Little Nore, where she will 
be inspected to-day by Vice-Admiral Sir 
Baldwin W. Walker, K C B., Commander- 
in*Chief, after which she will take her de­
parture for the Pacific, calling in at Ports­
mouth and Plymouth.—London Timet,
