We understand that the government
measure in aid of railway construction
will bersubmitted to the legislature to-
day. The details of the bill have not yet
been announced, but we surmise that
the aid to be granted will take the forny
of a cash bonus to certain specified lines.
This is on the whole the most satisfac-
tory way of dealing with the matter, be-
cause it fixes the responsibility of the
Province -at a definite amount, and ia
probably a more useful form of subsidy
from the company’s standpoint than a
guarantee of interest on a larger sum.
If this is the plan that shall be adopted.

In the Toronto Globe of March 25th is
an interesting letter on the Crow’s: Nest
Pass railway, dated at Lethbridge and
written from.a C.P.R. standpoint, In
view of.the fact that the C.P.R. will
build theroad the letter has a special in-
terest. The following extract is worth
quoting in its entirety :

*The first step the Canadian Pacific
took . towards building through the
Crow’s Nest was to uire the section
of the Alberta railway from Dunmore to
Lethbridge; 110 miles, and convert it
from a narrow to a standard gauge.

In the latter case,
of course, it would have absolute com-
mand of the situation and might become
a monopoly with a vengeance,

The letter conveys the impression that

He
might further insist that if this coven-
ant is.violated by the company, parlia-
ment or the governor-in-council shall
have power to grant running powers
over the line to other roads.”
It is further pointed out that the coal
lands are not such a great bonanza as
bhas been represented, as there are
‘other coal lands in -British -Columbia
which can supply ‘the smelters, if any
attempt is made to put up the price.
