Mr. Fred White, private «ecretary to Sir 

John Macdonald, and comptroller of the 
mounted police force, has juat returned 
from a tour of inspection of the mounted 
police posta, in which he was accompanied 
by Mr. Patterson, assistant auditor-general 
of the dominion. Last night they left for 
Ottawa. When going ont Mr. White left 
the line of railway about thirty miles from 
Moose Jaw and made the rest of the dis­
tance by waggon. He visited in turn Forte 
Walsh, MoLeod, and Calgarry, returning 
by the same route. This time he was able 
to take the railroad some fifty miles west of 
the point at which he left it on the way 
out. The discipline of the police is de­
scribed to be very satisfactory, and the men 
are well satisfied.

“What preparations are being made at 
Regina for the headquarters of the mounted 
police?” asked a Sun représentative of Mr. 
White.

“The new portable buildings are being 
pat up at the rate of one per diem. There 

twenty-two buildings for living in and 
five large stables. Eighteen out of the 
twenty-two are 16x48 and four 16x24. The 
contractors are Mr. Biley of Sherbrooke, 
and Messrs. Logan A O’Doherty of Ottawa. 
The buildings are in sections of four feet 
each.” . . „

“ Are any members of the mounted police 
force on the ground yet I”

“ A number of them are already there, 
and in the course of a month the number 
will be increased to about 150 or 200. Col.
It vine, the commandant, will be located 
there, as also several of the other officers.”

“ What will be the effect of changing the 
headquarters ?”

“One result will be that supplies will 
now be brought in by the C. P. R. instead 
of by the Misrouri river route, and the dis­
tribution will take place from Regina. 
Canadians will in the future have a better 
chance to successfully tender than before, 
and Winnipeg will in all probability become 
the basis of auppliea. We will alao be 
ab'e by means of the railway to transport 

more rapidly than before.” ^ 
“Will any of the present outpost# be 

abandoned !”
“ Fort Walsh will be abandoned for a 

new outpost to be located at a more north­
erly point on the railroad not yet deter­
mined upon.”

“ Is anything of importance to be noted 
in connection with the outposts ?”

“No, with the exception that new build­
ings are being erected at Calgarry on the 
government reserve, the old buildings hav­
ing fallen into absolute decay. ”

“How will the men be distributed in the 
future ?”

“It is probable that 200 men will be sta­
tioned at headquarters, and the remainder 
be distributed among the outposts as occa­
sion ;may require.”

“Is it true that the Indiana are becoming 
indifferent to the police, and that on occa­
sions they have gone to the posts, and inso­
lently demanded food?”

“No: on the contrary, the Indiana com­
plain that the police are everywhere.” ' 

“lait true that the Indiana have been 
committing a number of depredations, and 
indulging their proclivities for stealing 
horses more than usual ? ”

"The only case of horse-stealing occur­
ring within the last two months that I 
heard anything of was the taking of fifteen 
horses from Mr Secretan of the C. P. R., 
and seven from squatters, 
taken by Piegan Indians from across the 
line, and the police are now endeavoi ing 
to recover them, but it is a very difficult 
matter.”

“ Did yeu see many of the Indian 
farms ?”

“No, but I believe that, generally speak­
ing, our own Indians are settling on their 
reserves and making rapid progress towards 
civilization. On the Blood Creek reserve a 
number of huts have been put up by the 
Indiana themselves, and this year they 
grew a qnantityjof potatoes and vegetables.” 

“ Did you see any buffalo?”
“No, although I passed over what used 

to be a good buffalo country. I beard of a 
few buffalo having been seen, but any \ idea 
of depending upon them for a supply of food 
has been given up.”

“ How will the Indiana be fed this 
winter ?”

“By the government I suppose : but 
what they have grown will help ont to a cer­
tain extent.”

“Did you pass through the Bow river 
district?”

“Yes. There had been a fall of anew, 
but the cattle appeared to have no difficulty 
in picking their food? They appear to be 
doing well, and the stock men are in good 
spirits. Five thousand additional cattle for 
the Cochrane ranche came in while I was 
there.”

“ Is anything being done in the way of 
coal mining ?"

“ An English c ompany established at 
Whoop-Up, on the Belly river, appears to be 
making extensive preparations for next sea- 
sen’s work. They are getting machinery in, 
and have, 1 believe, 150 men employed.”

“ Who are the proprietors ?”
“ [ cannot say, but have heard that Sir 

A. T. Galt interested himself in the forma­
tion of the company."

“ Is this i he only eoinpany carrying on 
operations ?"

“ Yes. Of course there is tome mining 
being done on a small scale for domestic 
purposes, but this company put poses t# send 
the coal to market,”

“ What market !”
“ Well 1 believe they expect to send coal 

to Winnipeg for one place.”
“ How will the coal be got out ?”
“The company are building two steam­

boats, and the coal will he sent by water to 
Medicine Hat on the Saskatchewan where 
it will be placed on the cars.”?

“ Were you able to visit the mine your-
Self?”

“ No, but I saw the machinery coming
