stock and lumber were local, as distinguished 
from tli rough freight for export, it As regards 
grain there were 440,454 bushels of local 
freight in 1887, against $331,170 in 1876 The 
total increase of freight in 1887 m compared 
with 1878 was 808,000 tons, end of tlie propor­
tion between local and through freight the in­
crease is about equally divided. In 1879 but 
670 tons of coal was shipped from Nova Scotia 
to the upper provinces. This increased to 
10,246 in 1880, nod in 1886 had reached 175,- 
612 tons. [Cheers.] Shipments of refined 
sugar from Halifax and Moncton to the upper 
provinces last year were 145,988 barrels. A 
large increase iu traffic wm also reported in 
various other hues. aftd showed the 
enormous increase of our inter-prov­
incial trade.
