Chairman Hodgson convened the Pro­

perty Committee of the Public School 
Board yesterday, with Trustees Lee, White- 

sides, Baird, Thompson, Hunter, Bell, 
Fraleigh and Fitzgerald present. Tenders 
will be called for at once for the school at 

Fern-avenue and additions £o Givens-street, 
Deweon-street and Bolton-avenue.

A motionnas referred to the committee 
by the board which favored the insertion in 
all School Board contracts of a clause com­
pelling contractors to pay union wages. 
Chairman Baird opposed it on the ground 
that the schools should be built as cheaply 
as possible.

Trustee Bell would oppose the motion on 
similar grounds; labor is cheap and the peo­
ple are anxious for work.

Trustee Hodgson made & strong speech in 
favor of his resolution and the workingmen. 

/Contractors who would pay union rate of 
1 wages and employ good workingmen should 

not be handicapped by being placed on a 
level with those who would pay pool wages 
and do scab work.

Trustee Fitzgerald thought the board 
should not encourage contractors who 
would be mean enough to ask men to work 
for 50 cents per day. The insertion of this 
clause would not make the employment of 
union men compulsory.

On motion of Trustee Lee the board will 
be recommended to ask for tenders at union 
rate of wages, and also for tenders without 
any specifications as to rate of wages. 
Should the difference not be two great the 
tenders at union rates will possibly be ac­
cepted.
