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“ Thatin the opinion of this mecting, the action of certain
medical gentlemen in publishing and circulating photo-
graphs to represent alleged injuricus effects of vaccination
is strictly unprofessional and highly censurable, as calcu-
lated to mislead the public, and as adverse to the best
interests of the science of the day.”

Dr. Howard quite coincided with the spirit of this motxon,
and thounht that the medical and not the public press should
be made the medium of discussion of such matters apper-
taining to the profession.

After some difficulty, owmrr to the confusion produced
by Dr. Coderre and his party leaving the room, Dr. Fen-
wick’s motion was put and voted for, by the same persons
who had carried the former motion, with the addition of
Dr. Garicpy from the other party, thus increasing the
former total to forty.

A vote of thanks was heartily tendered Dr. Hingston for
his able conduct in the chair, after which the mecting
adjourned. '
