the Mountain of Monireal.” 7 8o deeply was Mr. George
Stephenson impressed with the importance of Mr. Logan's
remarks ©On the packing of the Iee on the River St
Lawrence,” that, according to Mr. Sandford Fleming, he
(Ar. Stephenson) was “materially  guided thereby in
reference to the construction of the great Vietoria Bridge.
It thus appears that nearly a generation since, Mr. Logan

had reached a very high rank among men of Science.

In 1842, it having been resolved to institute a Geologieal
Survey of the Province, and the Legislature having appro-
priated a sum of money for the purpose, Mr. Logan was
recommended by the most eminent Geologists of Great
Britain for the Directorship; and the late Earl Derby
(then Colonial Secretary) applied to him to accept the
oftice. Mr. Logan then came to Canad: 1, and after making
the necessary preliminary arrangements with the Govern-
ment, returned again to Britain to.complete his prepars-
tions for entering on the work. The following year, 1843,
having completed his staff, he commenced the systomatic
progecution of these Surveys which have since been unin-
terruptedly maintined up to the present time, to the
advancement of Geological Science and the great Lenefit
of Canada, ;

The great importance of this Survey. and the significance
of the results of Mr. Logan’s investigations are oo well

appreciied to reguire further remark here than to sav
that the highest authorities have spoken of both in terms
of ungualived praise.  His * Geology of Canada.” embrac.
ing the resulis of ull explorations between 1838 and 1863,
amd the -« Audas and Maps to accempany the same’ have
Been the subjects of much flattering comment in seientitic
circies.  In acknowledging copies thereof, Sir Roderick
Murchiison, in aletter 1o the Hon. Mr. McDougsll, then
Provineial Sceretary, said:  In thanking the Government

fic knowlerdge
and mdefatigatde zeal in their collection :md classifieation.
Hie also served as a juror, and accompanying the medal
awarded to bim for his services in that capacity, he received
a flattering letter from the late Prince Consort, the Presi-
dent of the Royal Commission. The wealth of minerals dis-
played by Canadaat thizs Exhibition excited much attention,
and with the Canadian success achieved in other depapt-
ments, did much to disseminate eorrect ideas as to the mag-
nitude snddiversity of the resources of the country. In 1855
Mr. Logan attended the Paris Exposition, in the same eapa-
city asaiLondon. fouryears before,and was again appointed
a juror. It is needless to add that there he was equally
successful. - The Impc-nal Commission awarded him the
grand goid medal of honour, and from ihe Emperor he
reccived the decoration of the Legion of Honour, e was
also elected a Fellow of the Royal Society, and in 1856 Her
Majesty was pleased {o confer upon him the dignity of
Knighthood, in consideration of his eminent services to
Science. The Geological Society, of which he had for
many vears been a Fellow, also awarded him the Wollaston
Palladium medal. The Canadian Institute of Toronto and
the citizens of Montreal marked theirappreciation of these
well won distinctions by presenting Sir William with con-
‘gmt‘uln‘tor_v addresses, on his return to his native country.
The Institute, of which he had been the first President,
_had his portrait painted and hung up in its hall; and his
fellow-townsmen of this city accompanied their address
with a handsome testimonial. In 1862 he again repre-
sented Cunada at the London Exhibition, and, as formerly,
was one of the Jurors on the class dsvoted to minerals, &c.
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Dm'mb thu twom) soven yoars in “whieh S~ Willinmy
Logan has” directed the Geological Survey of-Canada, it
may Lo truly said that the valuo of his labours, and the
importance of (lu, undervtuking on whieh ho was ongn ged,
have steadily grown in tho estimation of the Cunadian
people.  Slowly, but no less surely, the i increasing liber-
ality of the Legislature in its approprintions towards the
Survey, marked the growth of the public apprecintion of
the advantages to acerue from it.  Thougha steady drain,
even if a small one, on the public chest without returning
any immediastely tangible result, it never was made the

. and the fact is sufliciently sig-
nificant to deserve notice when it is remembered that
other enterprises, no less truly Provineinl, and in them-
selves quite as non-political, have been made the sport of
party, and those charged with their management, the
recipients of no little share of abuse, Perbaps this im-
muanity {rom attack has arisen as much from the gentle
unobtrusive character ol the man, as from an early appre-
ciation of his great seientific attninments.  Be the cause
what it may, the fact remains that Sie William Logan has
ever been beld in the highest esteem by all classes; and
when in November last it was stated that he had resigned
his position as Director of the Geologieal Survey, the an-
nouncement was received with universal regret. e has,
however, already exceeded the alloted ¢ three score and
ten,” and though still hale and hearty, may well be ex.
cused from further active Iabours, exeept such as inclina-
nation—relieved from the exactions imposed by a sense of
duty—may suggest.

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THYE RED RIVER DIFFICULTY.

Informaiion from Red River during the past weck confirms
the.main features of the news published by us last week, and
brings the texts of the several proclnmatiens issued during
the early part of the month, It appears that Colonel Dennis,
who had orgnuized s police force under Governor MeDougnll's
proclamation of December 1, has since disbanded jt and js-
stied o proclamation advising the loyal inhabitants to cease
further action for the present. When the insurgentis appeared
in force before. Dr. Shultz's bouse and eaptured the doctor,

.with some thirty-five other prigsoners, Colonel Dennis made

his escape jin diggnige, and went to the lower or @ Stone” fort
occupicd by his friends.  Tn accordance with the terms of his
proclamation; he advised its abandonment, in order that the
insurgents might have the opportunity of conferring with Mr.
MeDougnll to secure o peaceful settlement.  Colonel Dennis
issucd his proclamution on the 9th, and has since made his
