WORK IN INDIA

The recent letters of Mrs. Andrews
and Dr. Buslinell are of especial interest,
showing the eruel bondage in which (he
womnen of India are held, In what s
known as the €. D At Lack of time
prevents telling the story here. You will
find it in the ¢ Union Signal’ If the work
ol the Union is o become far-reaching in
its influence, close attention must  he
given to county and provincial conven-
tions. Their value as an cducating and
stimulating  force can hardly be “over-
estimated.  They are the fowitain-head
from which comes the enthusiasm which
inspires o greut enterprise— ihe Corliss
engine which runs the great and varied
machinery of the movement.! Thut they
are, as a rule, more difficult to sustain
than the conventions of others socictics,
wo sorrowlully admit, which only prove
that few people, comparatively, are in-
terested in the over-throw of the liquor
trafliec.  We arc but a voice in the wil-
derness of interest that occupy people's
minds, crying, ¢ Prepare ye the way of
the Lord.” Instead of fewer mectings we
need more.

Let us be loyal to ihis great ministry
received in the Lord.  ¢There are many
good things that we could do, but it iy

for this work that he has ealled us, and
no other service can be substituted for ir,
however vast itsimportance, or promising
in its resulis)

That our politicians ave still blinded by
the license fees and excise duties to the
evils of the liquor traflic, is =cen by the
substitutes they offer us in lieu of’ prohi-
Lition—commissions and plebiscites—Init
we are toe newrly grown up to mistuke
stones for bread, mnd ~hatl not be turned
aside from our purpose by anv tlag of
truce.  Gold makes o comypromise with
this sin, whether in the form of’ the oy
pereent beer or pure liquor, neither by
license, high or low,

This hattle against this ovil is not ours,
but Gods; 121 times in his Word he
speikes against intoxicating drink  with
warning ; 71 times with warning and
and reproof; 12 thmes it is pronounced
poisonous and venomous, and five times
he totadly prohibits it. The indignation
we feel at the eruelty and erime it causes
all over the world, is but a faint reflection
of his own,

We have reached the tenth milestone
ot our journey as a Provineind Union, and
feel it to be great privilege 1o set up our
banners in a county unpolluted Iy the
open sale of aleoholic poison,  This i a
foretaste—one ot the  grapes from  the
cluster, in which the whole nation shall
share when we have taken full possession
of the Promised Land,  Some of Calelr's
and Jozhua's descendunts are still living,
and they have fought and conquered the
sons of Anuk in Richmond Counfy.,  We
are glul that Brome County has some of
the lineal descendants within her horders,
and that they put Ahiman Sheshal and
Talmai to thght lastJune. It was a disup-
pointment that Mr. Cook's Anti-Tobacco
Bill, in which we felt o much interest,
was killed in the Senate after it had pas-
sed its third veading in the Legishuure.
We will send in ounr petition again this
yeur, and keep on sending until we sue-
ceed,

Miss Burber, superintendent of evan-
gelistic work. social purity and inothers
eetings, was listened to with very moch
interest. Lhe reports o work done in
the counties has been most ciconraging,
special interest was fely a0 the work in
Montreat in connection with the Shelter-
ing Home, in which, durving the ear,
there had been 347 adinissions, 316 of
these being women and girls and 31 c¢hil-
dren: 24 of these have teen materniny
cases, most of whom have been servants,
Scventy times have the doors been opened
1o receive  discharged  prisoners,  girls
from the sireet and irom the hospital who
had' been dizcharged betore they were
ahle to work, Forty-scven have heen pas-
sed on to other institusions, 91 have had
situations obtained for them, a tew had
heen sent to England, and 103 Lad left to
Lo o situations or w return to friends,
Evangelistic services are held in the
Howe three or four evenings in the week
and a Bible-class on Sunday afternoons,
The Evangelistic Hall and Readiug Roow
for girls, on St. Catherine street, now in
its cighth year, continues in prove a bles-
sing 1o the girls who frequent the
rooms.  During the winter a training
class was held for young  Christian
workers, also @ weekly workers' prayer
meeting. A cirele of King's Duughters
has been organized enlled the ¢ What we
can Civele)” with the motto, ¢ Whatsoever
thy band findeth to do; do it with thy
might”  All the members sign the tem-
perance and purity pledges. — A weekly
Bible-class is held.  Monthly socials and
the industrial and cdueational clusse,
have been largely attended this ycars
3,257 books have been tuken from the
girt's free library. The Woman's Indus-
trial Iixchange has, as usual, members
from all parts of the Dominion. and has
helped many a weary hread-winner over
some of the hard places in life. The Bible
woman, under a visiting commitice, has
made 3,129 visits among the poor, sick
and intemperate, has distributed 4,530
traets and papers and held 88 deeply in-
teresting cottage meetings.
