Resolved: That the appointment of Dr. J. A. Ranger as
medical school inspector in place of Dr. A. Lefebvre be ra-
tified.

3.—Ald, Nault recommending the granting of permission to
ice dealers to cut ice (for cooling purposes only) in the
Lachine canal; the ice houses to be sealed, and inspectors,
at the expense of the dealers, to be appointed to supervise
the ice houses, and see that the ice would be used for no
other purpose. This practice was tolerated by the munici-
pality of St. Henri.
