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(b) Signature with reservation of ratification, acceptance, or approval, followed
by ratification, acceptance, or approval;

(c) Accession.

(3) Instruments of ratification, acceptance, approval, or accession shall be
deposited with the Government of the French Republic.

ARTICLE IV

This Protocol shall enter into force on the date on which 29 States have become
Parties hereto as provided in Article I11.

ARTICLE V

The provisions of this Protocol shall not apply to the registration of an exposi-
tion for which a date has already been approved by the International Expositions
Bureau up to and including the meeting of the Administrative Council immediately
preceding the entry into force of this Protocol, in accordance with Article IV
hereinabove.

ARTICLE VI

The Government of the French Republic shall notify the Governments of the
Contracting Parties and the International Expositions Bureau of:

(a) Signatures, ratifications, approvals, acceptances, and accessions in accord-
ance with Article III;

(b) The date on which this Protocol shall enter into force in accordance with
"~ Article IV,

ARTICLE VII

Upon the entry into force of this Protocol, the Government of the French
Republic shall have it registered with the United Nations Secretariat, pursuant to
Article 102 of the Charter of the United Nations.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the undersigned, duly authorized for that purpose, have
signed this Protocol.

DONE AT PARIS, November 30, 1972, in the French language in a single origi-
nal that shall be kept in the archives of the Government of the French Republic,

which shall issue certified copies to the Governments of all the Parties to the 1928
Convention.
