
4. British Columbia Election for United States Delivery

4.1. As soon as practicable after the effective date of this Agreement, Bonneville shahl select,

and notiiy British Columbia in writing, of the initial Points of Entitiement Delivery. If

Bonneville selects individual Points of Entitiement Delivery and identifies more dha one

such Point of Entitiement Delivery, Bonneville shail specify the amounit of Canadian

Entitiement tapacîty to be made'available at ecd Point of Entitlement Delivery and may

specify an arnounit of energy if necessary for Bonneville to obtain transmission for

delivery to the Canada - United States border. The sum of such axnounits of capacity shall

at least equal the ful arnounit of the Canadian Entitiement capacity. Subject to

Section 4.3, from tinte to time Bonneville may change the Points of Entitiement Dehivery

and shalh promptly notify British Columbia in writing off the new Points of Entitiemnent

Delivery. The foregoing provision s off this Section 4.1 shail apply to changed Points of

Entitiemet Delivery. From tinte to tinte, at British Columbia's request, Bonneville shall

provide British, Columbia with a forecast of the future Transmission Cost of deivering

Canadman Entitiement from the Points off Entitiement Delivery to the Canada - United

States border if delivery to British Columbia at Points of Entitiement Delivery had flot

occurred and the basis for sucli cost. Forecasts provided. shail flot be bindîng on

Bonneville.

4.2. From tinte to tinte, British Columbia nxay elcl to take delivmr of all or a portion off the

Canadian Entitiement for periods of at least six months at one or more Points off

Entitiement Delivery and may dispose of such portions of the Canadian Entitiement ftom,

time to tinte witbin the United States subsequent to such delivery. For cach sucli election,

British Columbia shall notify Bonneville in writing by the later of (i) the date that las 65

days prior to the commnemenlCft of the period of deli'very or (ii) the date that is 5 days

prior to the first date on which British Columbia could purchase transmission for the

period specifled in Section 4.2(c) that ia gciierally available from trnmsin providers

for purchase, without reservation, charges or other payment in advance off service. Such

notice shall specify:
