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(b) pleadings, memorials, briefs, and any accoinpanying, exhibits;

(c) minutes or transcripts of hearings of the tribunal, where

available; and

(d) orders, awards, and devisions of the tribunal.

17. Hearings of the tribunal shail be open to the public. île tribunal shalh
determine, in consultation with the Parties, appropriate arrangements for open
hearings, including the protection of confidential information.

18. The tribunal shall give sympathetic consideration to domestic laws that:

(a) preclude a Party from disclosing information, when the
tribunal determines whether that information is privileged
from disclosure and whether to draw inferences from the
Party's failure to disclose sucli information; or
