consider the following proposed resolution which has been recommended to
the House by His Excellency:—

That it is expedient to introduce a measure to establish a fund in the
Consolidated Revenue Fund for the economic and social development of spe-
cial rural development areas, to provide for payments out of the said fund not
to exceed fifty million dollars; to provide also in connection therewith for
entering into agreements with the provinces for comprehensive rural develop-
ment programs; and to provide further for the establishment and duties of
an Advisory Board and for the administration of the Fund.

Resolved,—That the House do go into Committee of the Whole at its next
sitting to consider the said proposed resolution.

Mr. Drury for Mr. Sauvé, seconded by Mr. Cadieux (Terrebonne), moved,—
That the House do go into Committee of the Whole at its next sitting to
consider the following proposed resolution which has been recommended to
the House by His Excellency:—

That it is expedient to introduce a measure to amend the Agricultural
Rehabilitation and Development Act to change the name of the Act to Rural
Development Act and to extend its application to all rural areas in Canada
where projects of the nature already provided for can be advantageously under-
taken; and to provide authority for the payment of remuneration to members
of advisory committees.

Resolved,—That the House do go into Committee of the Whole at its next
sitting to consider the said proposed resolution.

Mr. Sharp, seconded by Mr. Laing, moved,—That the House do go into
Committee of the Whole at its next sitting to consider the following proposed
resolution which has been recommended to the House by His Excellency:—

That it is expedient to introduce a measure to amend the Bretton Woods
Agreements Act to provide for the payment, out of the Consolidated Revenue
Fund, to the International Monetary Fund and the International Bank for
Reconstruction and Development of sums not exceeding in the whole an
amount equivalent to the subscriptions thereto required from Canada, that is
to say, one thousand five hundred and thirty-two million United States dollars.

Resolved,—That the House do go into Committee of the Whole at its next
sitting to consider the said proposed resolution.

Mr. Robichaud, seconded by Mr. Nicholson, moved,—That the House do
go into Committee of the Whole at its next sitting to consider the following
proposed resolution which has been recommended to the House by His
Excellency: —

That it is expedient to introduce a measure for the development of the
commercial fisheries of Canada; to provide, in connection therewith, that the
Minister may undertake federal projects or participate in federal-provincial
projects and make payments in consequence thereof; to provide also for the
establishment of advisory committees for carrying out the purposes of the Act
