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came from the people of the province of
Quebec when they dismissed the Administra-
tion of Mr. Mercier by the largest majority
that has ever been known in the province of
Quebec since Confederation. The Hon. Mr.
Angers could well dispense with going before
the people in the district of Quebec after the
verdiet had been rendered by the people of
that district and by the people of the whole
province, We know that in the largest
centres like Montreal, every man who was re-
turned was returnced against the Administra-
tion of Mr. Mercier, and to support the
action of the late Lieutenant-Governor ; and
Mr. Angers did not require again to go be-
fore the pecople of L’'Islet or the people of
the province of Quebec when his action had
been endorsed in the manner in which it was
in the general elections.

Mr. BRODEUR. (TIranslation.) I am as-
tonished to hear the hon. Postmaster-General
giving vent to feelings of indignation —with
respect to the Government who were the
vietims of the ex-Lieutenant-Governor ot
the provinee of Quebee. We all know ihat
should he, the Postmmaster-General, have had
to overcome half of the difficulties sof up
against the Hon. Mr. Mercier, he would have
been long since out of this House. If the
hon. Minister had had courage enough to
allow the investigation which we asked for
last year to be carried on, we all know, and
he knows more than any one else, that he
would have been shown out of it hy his own
friends. Should the hon. gentleman have
allowed a committee of this House to enquire
into his conduct, should he have had a petit
bane composed of the most ardent supporiers
one could find on the benech, he would have
disappeared from this House before the day
would have been over, he would have taken
shelter into a rich cheese. They siay the Hon,
Mr. Mercier was very faulty. If that is so,
how is it that, after having been dragged bhe-
fore the courts, and after a lengthy trial, he
was acquitted ? How is it that, now that
light has been thrown upon his conduct, he
is so popular in the province of Quebec ?
is because, Mr. Speaker, he was not guilty.

Mr. LANDERKIN. The continuance in
this office of Sir Leonard Tilley, is, under the
circumstances, very peculiar. We on this
side may not be able to understand all the
difficulties that lie in the way of appointing
a successor to him, but those of us who have
known Sir Leonard Tiidley in this House are
somewhat surprised that he should continue
to occupy the position under present condi-
tions. We who have always been loyal to the
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Crown and have always desived to preserve
the Crown in its purity, do not like 10 see a
high officer such as a Licutenant-Governor
placed in the position in which Sir Leonard Til-
ley is now placed. Itdoes scem singular that
i ¥imee Confederation this same oftice has been
held by that gentleman more than half that
period. It certainly looks asif the proviuce of
New Brunswick does not grow lieuteaant-
Governors in abundance. There miy be ditli-
culties, and we probably should not look too
closely into those difficulties, becanse we
“know  that the Government have members
‘who have held high oftice in the province
‘of New Brunswick., and have occupied seits
in this House as long and longer than did
Sir Leonard Tilley. We know of men who

(that position, but it does appear there are
i peculiar influcnces at work. Some of these

We should teach thos® who take
upon themselves the garb of Her Majesty
that they will have to be loyal to the people
of the country, that they must keep them-
selves above political partizanship, and not
allow themselves to be made the tools of any
party which chances to be in power.
