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Bilateral Trade
while protecting our political sovereignty, social programs, agricultural
marketing systems, the auto industry, and our unique cultural identity.
And the amendment of Mr. Turner (Vancouver
Quadra)(p.4158).

Mr. Deputy Speaker: The question is on the amendment.
Mr. Turner (Vancouver Quadra) moved:

That the motion be amended by deleting all the words after the word
“‘arrangement” and by substituting the following:

“or arrangements with the United States, as part of Canada’s multilateral
trade policy, while protecting Canadian sovereignty through the application of
the following conditions,

Namely that:

There not be an all-inclusive free trade arrangement with the United States
since such an arrangement would undermine Canada’s political, economic and
cultural independence; and would jeopardize Canada’s regional development
policies, agricultural policies, cultural industries, financial and service
industries, and the Auto Pact;

And that:

Any such negotiations are designed to gain greater access to U.S. markets by
limiting the operation of contingency protection and non-tariff barriers such as
current U.S. and State government procurement regulations and restoring
previous access for softwood lumber in U.S. markets;

While at the same time:

Ensuring Canadian independence for domestic programs, policies and
legislative authority in areas such as: social policy, agricultural marketing,
supply management and support programs; subsidies and assistance for
regional and industrial development programs including high technology
development; the Auto Pact; the environment; bilingualism (including
labelling); culture (including cultural industries); financial and service
industries;

And that:

The Government of Canada tables transitional adjustment assistance proposals
to protect those workers, sectors, firms and businesses which may be adversely
affected by such a trading arrangement or arrangements;

And that:

The Government of Canada secure an immediate standstill of U.S. trade
harassment including such matters as agriculture, energy, fish, potash, and
steel.”
