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PLAN OF WORK

The course is intended to give a general introduction to library routine and

to afford practice in elementary cataloguing and classification.

The work of the School is divided into morning and afternoon sessions. Most
of the mornings throughout the course are devoted to cataloguing. After a lecture
from nine to ten the students spend the rest of the time putting into practice what
they have learned in the lecture The afternoons are devoted in a similar way to

tention is paid 10 the study of reference books and to practical aspects of work in
a small library.

Students are expected to keep neat and accurate notes of all work and to at-
tend regularly and do satisfactorily all the exercises required before receiving the
Summer Library School Certificate at the end of the course.
