DECLINE IN CATTLE 
HOGS ALSO LOWER

Thomas Adams, F.R.I., who was 
been appointed town planning adviser 
to the Canadian Commission of Con­
servation, was the guest of honor at 
a farewell banquet tendered by the 
town planning Institute, London, Eng­
land, on September 25th. Mr. Adams 
Is the first president of the Institute 
and was largely Instrumental In es­
tablishing Letchworths Garden City, 
the first town planning project in Eng­
land

In reply to several appreciative ad­
dresses. reported in the “Municipal 
Journal,” Mr. Adams said that in his 
opinion town planning was an educa­
tional work, with a range far wider 
than the setting out of a few build­
ings In a Square. It really dealt with 
everything connected with the life 
and organization of a city.

"In Canada" he said “It Is the in­
tention to include all land whether 
built upon or not in town planning 
schemes. The towns In the Dominion 
are continually increasing in popula­
tion, while the rural districts are re­
maining practically stationary. It 
i; the vast Increase In the towns 
that would require to be dealt with In 
town planning schemes. I anticipate 
difficulties, but it Is my hope that I 
will find men in Canada willing to 
join together for the furtherance of 
town planning as has been done In 
England.”

Montreal Stock Market De­
pressed by Influence of 

Heavy Receipts.

Canadian Press Despatch,
MONTREAL Oct. 12.—At the Montreal 

Stock Yards, West end market, the fea­
ture of today's trade was the weaker 
feeling for cattle, and prices declined 25c 
per 100 pounds, which was attributed to 
the increased receipts. There was a fair­
ly good demand from packers and butch­
ers for good to choice steers, and a fair 
trade was done In these grades, full loads 
of the former selling at $7.60 to $7.76, 
and of the latter at $8 to $8.25. The de­
mand for medium and lower grades was 
somewhat limited, as buyers seemed to 
be Well supplied. Sales of round lots of 
bulls were made at *4.65 to 36, and cows 
at $3.65 to 33.85 per 100 pounds.

The weak feeling which has character­
ized" the market for live hogs for the past 
few weeks still continues to be the main 
feature of the provision market, and 
prices have declined 25c to 60c per cwt. 
since this day week. The supply was 
smaller than a week ago. The demand 
from packers was fair and sales of se­
lected lots were made at $9, cows at $7 
and stags at $4.50 per cwt. weighed off 
cars.

The feature of the small meat market 
was the weaker feeling In sheep, and 
prices declined 26c per cwt., which was
