Captain Alcock explained the silence
of his radio instrument during the
trip by saying that the wireless pro-
peller blew off soon after the airplane
left Newfoundland,

wireless signals not intended for us,”
he added.

When word was received here of the
accident to the magchine in landing,
arrangements were made for me-
chanics to leave London immediately
to make repairs,

The Aero Club received a message
from Clifden not long after the trans.
atlantic fliers landed, signed by them,
which merely stated that they had
gompleted the flight in 16 hours and

4 minutes. They requested instrue-

In reply the club telegraphed Cap-
ain Alcock: .

“Keep machine intact until observer
arrives,”

“It 18 with pleasure that I have to
convey to you the following message
I have received from the King:

*“ ‘The King is delighted to receive
the welcome announcéfment that Capt,
Alcock and Lieut, Brown have landed
safely in Ireland after a transatlantic
flight. j

“‘His majesty wishes you to com-
municate ‘at once with these officers
and to convey to them the King's
warmest congratulations on the suc-
cess of their splendid achievement,’

The telegram to Major Sykes was
signed by Baron Stamfordham, privats
secretary to King George.
