When all the
English Protestants in Quebec proved
one in support of the American revolu-
tionists, the French-Canadians remain-
ed loyal to the King of England. And
so in 1812 and in 1837 “the obnoxious
hierarchy” strove to keep the French-
Canadians loyal, and urged against the
annexation movement of a few years
later,

“Heap it on” said Dr. Sproule.
“You're doing well.”

Mr. Bourassa went on with great
warmth to declare that the Ontario
_papers which were denouncing the hier-
archy were heaping insults upon the
men that for 50 years have been the
bulwark of British sovereignty in Can-
ada. Why, he asked, were the mem-
bers who had been talking constitu-
tional quibbles not statesmen enough
to stand up and say what they meant,
namely, that there must be one law for
the Protestant and ' another for the
Catholic minority? The man who carne
nearest to it, he added, was the late

minister of int&rior. -
As to Mr. Borden.

Bourassa turnéd his attention to the
leader of the opposition, a man for
whom he had entertained great respect.
But, when he heard Mr. Borden's argu-
ment, he realized that he was not
speaking as the leader of the Consgerya-
tive party, as the successor of Sir John
A. Macdonald, but as thé man who,
unfortunately, had been obliged to find
an abode in the. County of Carleton,
Mr. Borden had gathered a lot of lit-
‘tle papers around hira and from be-
hind these maintained his position of
anti-justice.

‘Was this condition of affairs in the
Northwest safe? asked Mr. Bourassa.
In view of the influx 6f settlers from
the country of Godless schools to the
south he thought not. Who knew
what such a majority ‘might do? He
had no faith in Mr. Haultain. He said
it was on the basis of a resolution sup-
ported in the territorial legislature by
Mr. Haultain that the late Dalton Mc-
Carthy in 1892, and 1894 introduced in
parliament his bill to abolish the official
use of the French:language and sep-
arate schools in the Northwest Terri-
tories.

He wanted
to have the law so fixed now in regard
to the Northwest that when passions
were aroused by such men as we now
had in parliament and by such news-
papers as we; had. in the country,
some statesman should be able to stand
up, as Mowat had done in Ontario, and

{say “What is the use here, is the law.”

The trouble was, he held, that because
in the interests of peace the much-
abused hierarchy had induced the Ro-
man Catholics of the Northwest to ‘ac-
cept the curtailment of their rights, it
was now argued that this abridgement
should be perpetuated.

Argument for Separate Schools.

Mr. Bourassa made a long defence of
Roman Catholic edueation, based upon
what Spain and Italy had done centur-
ijes ago for the civilization -and en-
lightenment of the world. He dedlared

that Germany now regretted her form- |

er antagonism to the Jesuits and other
holy orders, and, that the Germamr Em-
{peror was now appealing to the Catho-
lic hierarchy to save this nation from
|the plague of socialism. The influence
of the church in this direction was also
being realized in the United States.

Mr. Bourassa, with the object of
showing the extraordinary tolerance
and broad-mindedness of the French-
Canadian population, instanced the re-
cent election in the County of ‘Wright.
The county, tho two-thirds Frenth-
Janadian and four-fifths Catholics,elect-
ed an Irish-Canadian Liberak ' The
[French-Canadian candiddte, who ap-
pealed to the racial enthusiasm of the
corstituency, lost his deposit. 4

He went on to argue that separate
schools could develop national gpirit as
well as public schools. To make the
Northwest safely Canadian, said Mr.
Bourassa, depended upon the country
giving French-Cdnadians that liberty
which they have in their own province,
and which they freely give to their
Protestant brethren.

Furthermore Mr. Bourassa said that
not only the interest of Canadian unity,
but in the interest of the integrity of
the empire, separate schools should be
secured to the minority in the North-
west.
French-Canadians. “Do for us what
we have done for you,” he said. The
French-Canadians, with examples like
Manitoba and New Brunswick, were
coming to believe that there was no
'liberty except in their own Province of
{Quebec.. “Trust the French-Canadians,”
‘sald’ Mr. Bourassa, in conclusion.
“Trust them here, trust them in the
west, and they will be true to you and
true to the British crown.”

Blain of Peel.

Richard Blain of Peel followed. He
resented Mr,. Bourassa's insinuation
that the English-speaking people are
narrow and intolerant. He recalled the
fact that the City of Toronto had elect-
ed a Catholic. to the legislature, and a
French-Canadian for the first time had
been appointed to a portfolip in the On-
tario cabinet. Mr. Blain ridiculed. the
censtitutional arguments advanced by
lthe member for Labelle as against ‘he
'opinions of the leader of -the opposi-
tion. Mr. Blain said he had looked up
{Mr. Bourassa's record as a legal light
iand found that a special act of the
‘Quebec legislature had to be passed to
.enable him to practise law. Also a
special act had to be passed to quali-
fy him for an examination, which, so
far hé had not taken.
