BIG INDUSTRY-FOR TORONTO

—Ghicago and Local Capitalists are

After the Cattle Market

With a View to Controling the Business
and Establiishing a Big Meat Packing
and Canning Establishment — What
Their Propesition Is—-Whe are at the
Back of It—The_Facts Upon Which All
the Rumeors About the Deal Have Been
Founded.

Rumors have been current for some time
in regard to a proposition for transfer-
ring the cattle market from its present
site to a location in the vicinity of the
railway bridges on Dundas-street, There
is good ground for believing that there
is more than rumor in the affair. A World

reporter learned yesterday from reliable
authority that a company has been organ-
ized for the purpose of getting possession
of the franchise of the ‘cattle market and
transferring the business to the proposed
sife on Dundas-street. The Mayor, It is
said, has the whole scheme before him,
although he refuses to divuige any of
the particulars. For reasons affecting the
interests of the new compuny it was de-
cided that the project should not be,made
public until after the aldermanic elections
pext month. The World fearned that sev-
eral Chicago capitalists are conunected with
the venture, among them being Swift, the
great meat packer of that city. He, o
tact, is the prime mover in the scheme,
He has alreaay so far interestegd himself
in the project as to employ a surveyor to
survey the ground dnd apn architect to
make. an estimate of the cost of the new
buildings required. A cheque of the sSwift
Company for $300 was recently cashed in
this city to cover the expenses connected
with this work. It has been recognized
for some time back that the cattle business
was a growing industry and that money
cculd be made out. of it if the franchise
of the market privileges were obtained.
The company will, therefore, make a pro-
pﬁsltlon to the city to acquire the fran-
chise. .

We understand a definite proposal of 4
per cent. per aunum ou the capital ex-
pended up to date on the present market
nas been offered for the franchise, The to-
tal (-azpltal expended in this way amounts
to $120,000, and a rental on this amount
would consequently be about $5000 a year.
The receipts from the cattle market dur-
ing the past 12 years have been
$120,000. The market privileges were
sold 12 years ago for $3009,  where-
as last year they brought the city $20,000.
This is evidence that the cattle industry
in Toronto is growing very rapidly and
the prospects for the future are even bet-
ter than the past would indicate, 1f the
preposition of the new company is accept-
ed by the council a new market on a much
more elaborate scale will' be constructed.
It is the intention of the new . concern
to have pork packing and meat canuing
adjuncts in contiection with the market. lu
fact, the idea is. to plant in Toronto an
industry somewhat similar, although smal-
ler, to the great meat packing industry
carried on in_ Chicago. Several local men
are interested in the venture, and it is
said that a prominent M.L.A., who is in
the cattle business, will be made presi-
dent of the compauy. A cactle dealer,
speaking about the proposed deal, said
that one of the principal objections to it
vas the. fact that the company would have
full control of the market, charging what-
ever fees they pleased, both for accommo-
dation in the market and for feed. The
cattle dealers generally feel that as long
as the franchise remains in the hands of
the city they will be fairly treated. Any
complaints they wish to make are always
heard, whereas if the market gets into the
hands of a private corporation they are
afraid their interests would be jeopardized.
They would have no. means of cerrecting
abuses which would be sure to spring up

BRITAN'S NILITARY POLICY

Outlined by the Marquis of Lansdowne
at Edinburgh Last Night

The Country Confromted With Difcultles
in Every Part of the Globe—Three
Army Corps Required, Two of Which
Must Be Avatlable for Service Abread
—What Is Good in the Present System
to Be Maintained and Defictenéies to
Be Remedied.

London, Dec: 9.—The Marquis of
Lansdowne, Secretary of State for War,
speaking to-night at Edinburgh, out-
lined the military policy of the Govern-
ment. -

Lord Lansdowne, after réemarking that
the country had been confronted during

ge\lxst few months with difficuities in

ovety part of the globe, not of her own
seeking, especially maentioning the Beh-
ring Sea and Venezuelan controversies,
said that three army ocorps were Te-
quired, adding that two must be avail-
able for offensive purposes abroad. He
asserted that he was still of opinion that
only a moderate service with the coiors
was expedient, but he hoped to be able
to imcrease the establishment of each
home battalion, thus securing a larger
margin of seasoned soldiers by contract-
ing with small numbers of reservists,
who, for extra pay, would agree, if ne-
cessary, to rejoin the colors during the
first year of reserve.

In ‘summing up the policy of
ernment, Lord Lansdowne said: *“Our
intention is ¢o maintain what is good
of the present system, and to supple-
ment it where deficient.”
