CRUISER CRUSHED CAR FLOAT.

Unecle Sam’s New Transport Sumner
Did Damage on Her
Initial Trip.
Norfolk, Va,, March 18.—The new United
States army transport Sumner, command-
ed by Captain Charles T. Baker, and sald
to be the finest troopship afioat, sallled
from the navy yard yesterday at noon
for Hampton Roads, where her compasses
will be adjusted; When the troopship
left the yard outward bound, a stiff breeze
was blowing from the south,
The big ship became unmanagable when
off the southern railway pier in this city
and was swept against a car float which
lay at the pier.
