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PROPOSED EUROPEAN TRADE
" ALLIANCE.

The Globe loses no opportunity to belittle
the proposal to establish a system of mu-
tual preferential trade within the British
Empire. It says such a system canuot

lute free trade between the Mother Coun-
try and the colonles. Mr. Chamberlaiu,
we are told, will not entertain any propos-
al that does not give Great Britain free
entry Into the markets of the colonies, In
our opimion free trade within the Empire
is by no means an essential of an effective
scheme of mutual preferential trade. The
Globe claims that our preferential tariff
is of considerable advantage to Great Bri-
tain, If so, why wouldn't a similar pre-
ference by Great Britain be of advantage
to Capada? Amd if Canada is willing to
make sacrifices in the interests of the
Empire, why shouldn't the Mother Coun-
try do the same? Great Britain may not
¢ake kindly to the idea of altering her
free trade policy, but the flerce competi-
tlon of protective countries is forcing her
to adopt their methods of warfare. The
adoption of protection by Great Brita'n Is
mot a question of cholve, but of peces-
sity. Great Britain has a larger extent of
territory than any wother pation. Her
‘Empire is large enough to give her all the
trade she desires, provided <¢he develop-
ment of trade within the Empire is foster-
ed and encouragea. The British Empire
need not concern itself. very much with
the trade of the outside world. The Em-
pire is a great world in itself, But the
development will be slow if matters are
allowed to take their own course. Some
such policy as has made the United States
the greatest commercial nation of ¢he
world is necessary for the development of
the British 'Empire. FEuropean statesmen
are discussing ¢the possibility of some kind
of a trade alliance between the countries
of continental Europe. The Vienma Tage-
blatt recently gave prominence to a pro-
posal looking towards the formation of a
Eurqpean Economic Alliance. “The differ-
ence of race, language, traditions and past
history,” said the writer, “will certainly
prevent the United States of Burope from
constituting at an early date such a homo-
geneous and powerful organization as the
North American Union. It would be chim-
erical to suppose that it were possible in
100 or 200 years to abolish all the cus-
toms duties between the different Buro-
pean States; but then it is not necessary
to do so, It would suffice to reduce them
considerably by means of clearly defined
commercial treaties concluded for a long
period. With few exceptions the maximum
should, for example, be 12 per cent., and
a permanent Kuropean Customs Commis-
sion should bhe appointed and entrusted
with the task of providing for successive
reductions of the duties and of establishing
the closest possible relations among the
European nations, There can be no doubt
as to the possibility of such an arrange-
ment. It is ¢he only system wherehy
Burope can maintain a great and increas-
ing economic development, The advaniages
of the new regime would soon become
manifest.”

The alliance here suggested is practlcally
a scheme of mutual preferential trade.
And it is just some such alliance as this
that is proposed between the different
States of the British -Empire.

H. Carter, the inspector of the Bureau of
Mines, who has just returned from a twn
months’ trip of inspection in the mnorth-
west part of Ontario,

deposits extend, so far as s known,
for a distance of over 12 miles, to Steep
Rock Lake, and <hey have been surveyed
and taken up for the whole distance, The
Rainy River Rafiway passes thru
this district, and would be avallable for
the shipment of ore. The principal de-
posit is that of MeKellar's, where the
iron ore occurs in a hill which
explored by a tupnel of a length of 300
feet. The showing of ore %o Lar eXposeca
wou'd well repay further outlay in develop-
ment, This property is now bonded to
the American Wire and Steel Company of
Chicago, of which Mr. Morgan is at tho
head. They are now using two diamond
drills to further explore the deposits, and
it is anticipated that a grest industry will
be established.”
