The suggestion
has been made thdt the Police Department
equip a waterfront station for use during
the summer months. ‘The police athletes
were desirous of having a bcathouse for
thelr use for recreative purposes, but they
were unable to come to an arrangement.
It would not be a bad idea if the old S. 0.
E. life-saving station at the foot of York-
street was fixed up and half a dozen of the
younger police, who have some knowledge
of . boating and swimming, placed on duty
there.
