AN ENEMY OF SOCIETY.
To_the. Editor of The Adertiser:

Your editorial in a recent issue deal-
In with “The War on Venereal Dis-
eases,” is along the right line, and if
you will follow it up with another edi-
torial dealing in like fearless manner
with ‘“Venereal Diseases’ War on Soci-
ety,”” you will have set in motion a
thought wave that will shake the very
foundations of this most terrible
scourge, -

Very few who have given the mat-
ter serious consideration will agree
with the opinion of Dr, Bases, as re-
ported In your issue of the 5th inst.,
that ‘‘early marriages would be a
solution of the problem presented by
the social evil.” To the mind of the
writer, your editorial touches the key
to the solution, when you say: “What
is needed is public knowledge on the
existence of social dangers. Humanity
is not a race of fools that will deliber-
ately walk into a"clump of reeds where
rattlesnakes are known to lie in wait.
Venereal disease has flourished far

deadly nightshade of ignorance and
prudery, than it ever could have flour-
ished in the open.”

But your egditorial contained one
weak spot in that you give voice to the
opinjon that the most loathsome of
venereal diseases are curable. Dr.
Martin, of “the Battle Creek Sanator-
fum, a specialist in venereal diseases,
who was selected bv the United States
Government for work along his line at
the“front during the world war, is not
sure that these diseases are curable.
In an address delivered in the Y. M
C. A. in this city shortly after his re-
turn from the front, he related the
case of a young man whom he had
treated and thought cured. The voung,
man was keeping company with a
young woman and contemplated matri-
mony, but having some conception of
the awfulness and tenacity of the thing
from which he hoped he had been de-
livered, he returned to Dr. Martin for
further examination before pronosing
to the lady in question. Dr. Martin
called in another specialist, and to-
gether they applied every known test,
but could not find any lingering trace
of the dread disease, and they assured
the young man {t would be safe for
him to marry. In less than one year
from the date of his marriage his wife
was hovering between life and death
on the operating table, havinﬁ contract-
e thought
he had been cured.

say; but if we are going to make head-

Thousands of medical men
n the large centres of ﬁopulation carry
some awful gecrets locked up in their
breasts. They see mothers by the scora
placed on the operating table; they see
children brought into the world blind
or deformed; and they know the cause,
but dare not tell it. The time has come
when the medical profession must
speak and tell, not merely half the
truth, but the whole truth. Society has
rights which must be considered, and
the medical professiou owes this much
to isociety.

Whatever rights may be claimed for
those already afflicted must give way
to the far greater rights of those not
yet tainted who stand in danger of
contact. The only way to stamp this
pestilence from the land is to throw
upon it the full glare of knowledge and
truth, and if the guilty suffer in conse-
quence, that will be but their contribu-
tion to the safety of the innocent. Let
the world know the war that venereal
diseases are making against society.
