London, July 15—A wireless message re­
ceived at Portsmouth, states that sub­
marine torpedo boat C 11 was in collision 
last night with an unknown steamship 

Lowestoft and was sunk with its crew 
of sixteen men. Another submarine boat, 
C 17, was damaged in the collision, but the 

It is understood that the 
crew of the C 11 had no chance to' escape, 
being inside the submarine, and went to 
the bottom with it.

Shortly after ten o’clock this morning 
the residents on the higher levels about 
the city were cut off from their water sup­
ply.

The break was large enough to allow a 
man’s arm to be put in and a considerable 
quantity of water was running to waste. 
In order to make repairs the water was 
shut off at 10 o’clock this morning and 
the Little River reservoir again called into 
service but although the pump wae put at 
work the water could not be forced up to 
the high levels and people in these dis­
tricts are “dry” Some prepared for the 
famine by drawing a supply in their bath­
tubs and filling pails, pots and pans, -etc., 
but others have to get along as best they 
can. It is thought that repairs will be 
completed by noon tomorrow.

Moncton, N. B., July 15—(Special)— 
The new I. C. R. freight car and. passeng­
er car repair shop, to be built in St. John, 
will be of the most modern and advanced 
style, according to plans now on tile at 
the Chief Engineer's office of the I. C. 
R. here, which indicate that the build­
ing will in every way meet any require­
ments necessary. The location of the 
building will be at what is known as the 
Island Yard. The old freight and passenger 
car repair shop is now located near the 
old yard and is in a tuqjble down condi­
tion The new building will he one hun­
dred and twenty-five feet and eight inches 
long, and forty-five feet wide. It will be 
a wooden frame building of one story, 
with a pitched roof. The roof will be cov­
ered with galvanized steel. There will be 
a wheel pit -placed in the building where 
the wheels can be conveniently taken off 
and replaced on the cars. The office will 
be situated at one end to be used by the 
foreman in charge. The building will be 
heated from boilers in the engine house. 
The new shop will hie used solely for re­
pairing of the freight.

The rush of American tourists f^om the 

over-crowded, stuffy cities of the States 
to the cool, sea-girt resorts of the Mari­
time Provinces is increasing, as almost 
every train and the sea-going steamers ar­
rive with large passenger lists. The trains 
from the colony to the south have teen 
pretty well crowded since the first of the 
month, while the boats of the Eastern 
Steamship Co. have 
crowds of passengers, whose destination 
invariably is some place in New Bruns­
wick, where they can enjoy a cool, refresh­
ing sea breeze.

Enquiry at the leading hotels of the 
city today elicited the information that 
their accommodation was being severely 
taxed. The tourist travel from -Jia stand­
point of an hotel manager, has been well 
up to the standard, though starting a lit­
tle later this year than usual, and it is 
expected to reach its supreme height 
about the last of this month.

Several large parties from the States 
have already passed through the city, but 
a large number are still booked to arrive 
during the coming month. It is thought 
that the number of parties to arrive and 
spend a short time here this summer wiil 
be as great, if not greater than in former

years, and the prospects look exceedingly 
bright for a very prosperous year.

Early next month a party, consisting 
of fifty members of Oddfellows’ lodges 
from the States, will arrive and be ac­
commodated at the Dufferin. Several oth­
er parties have written for rooms and in­
formation regarding the city.

At the Victoria next moiith six large 
parties are expected, one of which, under 
the management of Deekman and Mast­
ers, will comprise about fifty people. The 
others will range from twenty to forty in 
number.

Fred. H. Peters appeared as proctor for 
the plaintiff, and the case was undefended. 
The libel read to the court set forth that 
the plaintiff was bom in Leicester, Eng­
land, in 1885, her maiden name being 
Sarah Buchanan. She removed to Nova 
Scotia in 1889 and resided with an uncle. 
She was married to the defendant in An­
napolis on April 19th. 1900, when fifteen 
years of age. The ceremony was perform­
ed by Rev. Wm. Ryan, a Methodist clergy­
man. An absolute divorce was asked on 
the usual grounds.

Rev. W. W. Ryan, the first witness, 
proved the marriage of the couple.

The plaintiff next took the stand and 
told the story of her matrimonial woes and 
unhappiness. She-was four years old when 
she came to this country, and her father 
is now dead, and her mother remarried. 
She first met Harris at Bridgetown and 
later at Annapolis. She only knew him a 
few weeks when they were married. One 
son was born to them on June 10th, 1901. 

‘Her husband was cruel to her and when 
in liquor acted like a crazy man. She was 
not aware that he was a drunkard when 
she married him. Her relatives used to 
send her money and he would take it from 
her. She furnished him with money up 
to two years ago. On one occasion last

BAPTISTS DISCUSS UNION
OF THE HOME MISSION WORK

Fredericton, July 15 — (Special) — The 
second day of what is without doubt the 
greatest association of United Baptists 
New Brunswick has ever seen, opened- this 
morning at 8.30 by an enthusiastic devo­
tional service, led by Rev. I. E. Van wart, 
of Art burette. At 9 a., m. the business 
session began with prayer by Rev. J. N. 
(Barnes, of Hartland.

Rev. D. Hutchinson, of St. John, opened 
the discussion re change in home mission 

^ work. He moved a resolution prepared by 
Rev. W. Camp, of St. John, -saying that 
the strong feeling of the majority of the 
ministers and laymen was that the inter­
este of the Kingdom would be best served 
by uniting the home mission work of the 
maritime provinces under one board. The 
union would gain in funds and oversight 
and in accord "with the spirit of the day. 
therefore urging that steps be taken at the 
convention to complete the union.

He said in support of the resolution that 
the union had been very successful in the 
upper provinces, increasing the offerings 
from $6,000 to $30,000 and enlarging the 
work greatly.

Rev. F. E. Bishop, of Fairville, in sec­
onding the resolution, said that he consid­
ered it useless waste to keep up two or­
ganizations. It was 'business to have 
union. In union there was strength.

Dr. McIntyre took issue with the résolu* 
— and said that while the upper prov­

inces were quoted as examples of the suc­
cess of union, yet Baptists there were 
only about one in four of the population, 
while N. B. was the only province where 
they out-distanced all others. The close 
impact that was given must account for 
it. The American association had 
also prospered under this system. He mov­
ed the following resolution:

“Whereas the proposals made would 
mean the disintegration of the association 
and that it was sound policy to keep 
that which comprised the corporation 
therefore the association declined to enter 
into any arrangements which would take 
home missions work from the hands of 
the local board.”

The amendment was recorded by Deacon 
D. C. Parent of Upper Queensbury.

Rev. R. J. Colpitis of Point de Bute 
said he was a New Bruns wicker and urged 
Maritime union because these provinces 
were a unit. For economy both in men 
and money and for efficiency it was neces­
sary. He regretted that such a note should 
be sounded as differences between the 
provinces. He moved an amendment to 
the amendment that a committee be ap­
pointed to confer with a similar commit­
tee from the convention and report at the 
next meeting.
