It was or­
dered through Patrick MoAnulty, of Bos­
ton, also once famous as an oarsman, of 
this city. It is one of the short shells 
better known as the “Ross Shell.” It 
is 25 feet long and the breadth is 10 1-2 
inches, and weight 19 ponuds without the 
outriggers. It is built of white pine and 
white cedar.

Mr. Ross has also just completed a new 
single shell for Hilton Belyea, the coming 
young oarsman of the. west side. It is 
■built of Spanish red cedar, and is 27 
feet long and 10 inches in width, and it 
is expected will be very fast.
